. anchored abreast of St. Jerome’s creek ;
Point Look Out distant 4 miles. A short
time after anchoring, a boat put off from the
shore and came alongside, by which we learnt
that the enemy were up the Potomac, with a
force consisting of one frigate, two brigs and
two schrs. At 8 o’clock, weighed anchor—
at 1-2past 9, ’passe'ed Point Look eut; at mid-
night, Smith’s Point; at5 a. m. eff Pianka-
tank, saw a sail which gave us chace, but ow-
ing to a change of wind, was unable to over-
tﬁﬁe us. At9, anchored off Jackson’s creek ;
at meridian, discovered another sail bearing
towards us. May 2d, we plainly discovered
her to be a British tender. We went on
shore, and were advised by the inhahitants to
