In reasoning from the interests of the pow-
“ers of the continent of Europe and the pledges
which they liave heretofore réspectively given,
- of what might be expected from them in {he
event of a safe and sa‘.l;isfactor%r peace with
France, we have thought that there could be
no doubt that they would interpose their good
- offices, and aid, if necessary, in support of the
rights for which we cdntend.  Let us exam-
ine this subject more critically; Its import-
ence merits it.
The contest in which we are engaged is
not for ourselves alone. Itis in defence of
 the rights of all nations who have any interest
in commerce, or in those high and nobler
branches of policy which are connected with
it. . The nations of Europe are now too en-
lightened riot to know the consequences that
would result from permitting the absolute do-
minion of the ocean to be usurped by any one
of them; We hazard nothing in asserting,
that the power whieh holds that ascendancy
will have gone further, in establishing univer-
sal domination, than it is possible to establish,
- on land, by conquest. The moropoly of com-
merce is a niecegsary consequence of the domi-
nion of the sea, The pdwer holding the one
~¢an regulate the other ; to this nation dis-
pense fwm;ﬁlon thit impose restraints and
penalties. The government commanding the
commerce of the world possesses its wealth ;
and wealth is power. That G. Britain grasps
at this high pre<eminence cannot be denied.—
That she has sought it, by a systematic po-
licy, which took advantage of the circumstan-
~ces of the times'; of the dangers, distresses;
- weakness and credulity of other powers, is not
~ Jess obvious.  None of the nations of Europe
" are interested in permitting this state of
things to exist. They are all inteiested in
producing one which 'mﬁy,be;com patiblé with
2 the geneial prospérity and  independence of
@ﬂﬂhs:,'  | i | "
Most of the povrers who aré now the allies

4 of Great Britain, in the contest with France, |

received serious wrongs from the British go-
vernment at different stages of the war be-
 tween G. Britain and France.——Several of
them were actually engaged, at different pe-
riods, in the war against Great Britain on the
side of F'rance. 'T'his was the case with Rus-
- sia, Prossia, Denmark, Spain; and Holland,
most of whom acted independently, under a
just sense of their wrongs. 'T'hese wrongs
- were inflicted, on the high seas,; or by means

- of the marnitime superiority which G. Britain

had gained. It isa well kpown fact, that in
the use of her power she lias disregarded the
rights of others, even those the best afiected
o her. I cannot be présumed that she will
cease to do it, should her ascendency be better
established, nor can it be believed that the
cther powers of Furope will submit to her us-
urpations, or be insengible to their n:lghts_ and
donor, when they find themselves in a situa~
tion to assert them. ks Bk

To form a reasonable estimate of the result
of the negociation at Gotteénburg, or of the
support which we may expect in it from

. Russia and the other powers of the continent,
 we must look with some minuteness to the
sitation in which peace with France will
place all the parties to 1t. This must in a cer-
tain degree depend on the nature of the peace,
and that on the party with whont it 1s made.
«1f peace is made with Bonaparte, we may
form some idea, from what we have seen, as
- well as from other circumstanees, of its con-
- ditions, and of the state in whichit will leave
Purope. If with the house of Bourbon, more
uncertainty hungs over the subject. In the
former event, Frarnce will be aparty to it. In
the latter, the allies will dictate its conditions.
A prince who owes his elevation exclusively
to foreign powers, who have entered his coun-
fry witEnpowerful‘ armies, and i a great mea-
sure subdued it, as must be the case if the
House of Bourbon be restored, can hardly be
considered o party to any treaty they may
frame with him. 'This is no speculative rea-
goning. It is plain matter of fact to which
‘all must assent; It is not necessary, for our
purpose, to pursue this subject fucther in this
particular branch at this time. Let us sup-
pose that such a peace is made with France,
as will have securéd the eontinent from dan-
ger from that quarter, at least for the present;
and this may be presumed, from the last ac-
counts, whether it be nrade with Bonaparte or
‘the Bourbons. Such a peace would enable
the Emperor of Russia, and his allies of the
continent, to losk to the usurpations of Eng-
Tland, and to concert and adopt such measures
a8 might be found most expedient, to prevent
a repetition of them. In pursuit of this great
object, their attention would naturally be
drawn to the pegociation at Gottenburg, be-
tween the U. States and Great Britain, sus-
tained by the former, for the security of those
rights, from whose violation by the latter
those powers had so often suffered. 'The at-
tention of the Kmperor of Russia will be
more particularly drawn to this negociation,
from the circumstance that it grew out of the
offer of his Mediation, which Great Britain
rejected. The same may be expected of the
Crown Prince of Sweden, who, it is under-
stood, has repeatedly expressed his willingness
to promote an accommodation between the
U. States and G . Britain on just conditions,
and in whose dominions the negociation is
held.

- It would nevertheless be highly imprudent
in the U. States to repose with confidence on
the favorable result of the negociations at Got-
tenburg. The first effect of peace between
France and the allies will be, the extraordin-
ary exultation of the British Government,

~ which will arrogate to itself all the glory due

- 40 the late victeries, and to a suceessful ter-

mination of the war, should that be the result.
- Its pretensions, in regard to uss will probably

_ take a proportional elevation. It is not cer-
tain, under such circumstances, that the ad-

monition of the Emperor of Russia and the {

other powers, should it be given, will have the

- weight, to which it is so justly entitled. If

Great Britain rejected the mediation of the

.~ Emperor of Russia, while his co-operation in
the war against her most powerful and dread-

{ edi  Our impression therefore is, that the de-

mants of the British government; in the ne-
sociation at Grottenburg, will be extravagant-
iy high, in the commencement at least, on all
che points which may be brought into dis-

‘cussion, to whatever subjeet rélating.

The termination of the war in Europe,
with whatever party in ¥'rance the treaty is
made, whether it be with the emperor Napo-
leon; or the house of Bourbon, will form a ve-
ry important epoch in the annals of nations.
I'he peace which fellows will prokably be of
short duration, unless the British government,

enlightened by events, of which the late re-

verse in the fortunes of its most dreaded anta«
gonist might be pecunliarly instructive ; shall,
in its turn; satisfy the past claims and expec-
tations of other nations. The eyes of the allies

‘and of the civilized world will thence forward

be fixed on G Britain. An attempt to retain
in her hands all that she has gainéd in the
war, while others gained nething, will be a
signal of new discords and divisions, that may
again convulse and deluge Europe with blbod.

Whatever may be the tone which the Bri-
tish government may assume in the negotia-
tion at Gottenburg, or the part which the Bal-
tic powers take, in the questions depending
there, it is incumberit on the United States to
support with a manly firmness the rights for
which we contend. Confident in our resour-
ces, in the virtues, the patriotism and ener-
gies of our fellow citizens, we huve nothing

to fear from the hostility of England, should

her government by vainly attempting to ditate
unjust and dishonerable conditions, impose on
us the necessity of prosecuting the war.

FROM THE LONDON SUN OF APRIL J.
~ We have this morning received a letter from

‘Bordeaux, of a very late date, the contents of
which, we regret to say, give us too much rea- }
son to fear, that a great difference of opinion

prevails among the leading men, who are fa-
vorable to the re-establishment of the Bourbon
dynasty upon the throne of krance. When
union is on every account so desirable, we can-
not but deeply lament the existence of any cir-
cumstance which shpuld, upor an important
point, caus€ a division of those, into two par-
ties, who, for the happiness of the world,ought
to be most cordially and closely linked togeth-
er in oné. We have been for some time aware
of the fact, that the French emigrants in this
country had split upon the same rock ; but

~we had hoped that the moderation and justice

of their Monarch would  have prevented the
schi:m from spreading into France, and that
the hatred of the T'yrant common to all, would
flﬂ.}’& kept down every minor matter upon
which contrariety of sentiment prevailed, till
the restoration of a better order of things, af-
forded the opportunity for smoothing away
difiiculties, and making arrangements which
should meet the wishes of every friend to
France and mankind. We still trust that
such will be the course pursued, and that the
French nation will not Ea.ve_ to ascribe to the
failure of the good cause, and its consequent
relapse into the horrors of despotism, to any
partial and (hereafter) reconcileable differ-
ence as to the proper mode of accomplishing
the glorious event in view. We appeal a-
gainst the prejudices in favor of their own o-
pinion, to the loyalty and patriotism of every
true KFrenchman. Let them for the present
bury every thought but that of saving their
country ; let them sink every recellection but

that of her wrongs ; let them forget every mo- -

tive of action but that of her misery ; let them
set no other object within their gaze but that
of the overthrow of her tyrant,and, with the
restoration of her rightful king, the réturn of
peaceand concord, to medicine her wretched-
ness, and heal the bleeding wounds of Europe.
This, indeed, were public virtue, and God and
man will reward their exertions to the fullest
extent of their desires.

The following are extracts translated from
our letter :— :

‘“1 grieve to tell you, that the proclamations
issued in the name of his Majesty, an:! the ex-
planation of the views of one part of the Roy-
alests have been prodactive of very bad effects
amoug us. I fear that they will not only damp
the rising spirit of the people, but certainly make
the persons of the greatest influence in this
quarter aveise fo any co-operation inthe ¢oun-
ter-revolution.—You have, no doubt, been in-
formed; that at the grand meeting here,

preparatory to the commencement of this_

mighty work, there were present not fewer
thao thirty two members of the Old Parlia-
ment, the chief Landholders in all the districts
round Bordeaux, and most of the principal

merchants of the place. They agreed unani- |

mously, that whenever the British crossed the
Adour, and were advanced to support them,
they should eréct the Bourbon standard, declare

- for the restoration of the exiled family, and

employ all their power to bring about that
much wished for object.—Every thing pro-
ceeded most harmoniously, till the Declara-
tion in the name of the King and the other
official proclamations and acts appeared. We
then found Mr. Liynch, the Mayor, and those
who agree with him, entertained very different
notions from those of the Landowners, and
men of rank throughout the country.—'The
former are partizans of a revolation which
might continue a majority of the adherents of
the Usurper in place and power ; the latter
will hear of nothing short of the entire sub-
version of these intruders, and the re-establish-
ment of the ancient regime; as nearly as may
be, in every point. They ridicule the idea of
any compromise with the Corsican’s followers,
and will take no steps in any revolution which
associate them with these persons.—Mr. Liynch
and his friends, on the other hand, think it
most prudent and likely to be successful, to
adopt the moderate and middle course, and
endeavor to detach them from the interests of
the new dynasty, by securing them rewards
for abandoning it in favor of the old.

““ In consequence of this disagreement, the
Ancient Regime Party have given up the
cause, and retired to their estates.—The white
cockade has been discontinued by many of
those dissatisfied with the compromising sys«
tem. As a number of these gentlemen were
leaving the city, they were met by Marshal
Berresford, who entered into conversation with

underminés the credit of this country, while
it inundates the continent with blood. The
depression of the stocks on the failurc of the
negotiation, contraverts all that the war par-
ty have had the audacity to assert:—the mo-
nied interest nf'.'e country is not with them.

ishing thatthe mest extravagant reports are
not only received and promulgated without
eonsideration, but that the most eontradicto-
ry accounts are frequently narrated by the
saIpe persons, and almost in the same breath.
No faith seems so perfect and so universal as
Jaith in news. Of this weakness in the pub-
lic, we will not venture to say that the govern-
ment ever takes directadvantage ; but instan-
ces might be pointed out; where unwarranted
authority has been given to premature reports,
The first accounts of the repulse of Bonaparte
before L.aon, willlong remain in our recollec-
tion, to warn us agaiust giving implicit faith
even to official bulletins.

We now come to the Gazette reports of

Lord
Burghersh writes, that Prince Schwartzen-
berg had, on the 15th ult. fixed his head quar-
ters at Point-sur-Seine, pushing on his ad-
vanced post to Provins and Bray. On the

Reims by Bonapartehe withdrew to Arcis-sur
Aune, and collected the whole main body of
the allied forces around that place.  On the
17th, gen. Keiseroff, commanding the out-

posts, sent advice to the head-quarters, that |

the enemy were approaching, and actually in

possession of Fere Champenoise, Divisions of

the French army were also observed in the
directions of Chalons. A letter from Lord
Castlereagh continues the above narrative,
leavinF an interval of three days, in which we
are left to conclude that Prince Schwartzen-
berg had retired from Arcis, and that Bona-
parte was in possession of that place. It is
much to be regretted, that a mere extract
should have been laid before the public, which

from its very commencement, proves that

some detail of previous operations was given
in the letter. ’Fhe enemy had large masses of
On the 20th, about 1

ed with peace under the sway of Napoleon, as
under that of Louis XVIII. One letter des-
cribes the population of Guienne not only as
numerous, but as possessing that happy me-
dium of property which is the best security
of the existing government, because it leaves
no room for the spirit of turbulence. 'There
are no exorbitant wealth to be envied, and no
miserably poor to be urged to desperate ac-
tions. Such a people require only to be un-
distributed. They may, for a while, sabmit
to force, but they cannot be mad enough to
endanger the quiet of such a sityation in con-
tentions for one ruler or an other. In spite,
therefore, of the declamations of the Courier,
we do not believe that a revolutionary spirit
has been really introduced ameng such a peo-
