ed about a mile and a half the troops were at-
tacked by a body of Indians;, to whom they
were compelled to capitulate.—Capt. Heald
in his report of this affair, dated Oct, 23, 1812
says, “ Qur strength was 54 regulars and 12
militia, out of which,26 regulars and all the
militia were Killed in the action, with two wo-
men and 12 children. Lieut. Lina, T. Helm,
with 25 non-commissioned officers and pri-
vates, and 11 women and children were pri-
soners when we separated.” Lt. Helm was
ransomed. Of the 25 non-commissioned offi-
cers and privates and the 11 women and chil -
dren, the nine persons abuve mentioned, are
believed to be the only survivors. They state
that the prisoners who were not put to death
on the march, were taken to Fox River, in
the Illinois Territory, where they were distri-
buted among the Indians as servants.— Those

‘who survived remained in this situation about

nine months, during which time they were al-
lowed scarcely a sufficiency of sustenance to
support nature, and were then brought to fort
Chicago, where they were purchased from
the Indians by a French trader, agreeably to
the direction of Gen. Proctor, and sent to Am-
herstburgh, and from thence to Quebec, where

they arrived on the 8th of Nov. 1813.

John Neads, formerly of Virginia, who was
one of the prisoners, died among the Indians,
between the 15th and 20th of J anuary, 1812.

Hugh Logan, an Irishman, was tomabawk-
ed and put to death, he not being able to
walk, from excessive fatigue,

RESULT OF THE GUN BOAT ACTION.

. To gratify the public anxiety to learn the

result ot the rencoritr - between! the British squa-
dron off New Liondon and commodore Lew-
is’s division of gun-boats, on Wednesday af-
ternoon last, the following account is given
by a gentleman who arrived this morning in
the stage, and who saw the whole engagement
froma short distance from the combatants.

‘The British frigate Maidstoné and sloop of

war Sylph, lay oftf Goshen reef, about 3 miles
from land. Commodore Lewis, with his con-

voy, understood to amount to 53 sail, of

which 13 were gun boatsand ketches wére go-
ing from Saybrook to New London, within
the reef; when a British sloop tender, armed
with a 12 pounder, came in among the fleet
and commenced firiiig upon some of the coas-
ters. 'The fire was returned by capt. Howard,
of the Juno, who spent all his -‘ammunition
upon her and proceeded on. The gun boats,
which were in the rear, coming up, the ten-
der retreated, and the fire was opened by the

frigate and sloop of war.

tie sloop of war being armed with carron-
ades only (and,as some supposed, having re-
ceived injury from the gun boats) soon drew
off; out of the reaeh of long shot, and leff the
frigate to maintain the engagement ; which
was continned by commodore Lewis, until
all his convoy were safe in port, without any
damage but two grape shot which struck a N.
Bedford sloop; the Liydia, captain Freeman,
and another sloop grounding a few minutes
and throwing overboard & few barrels of flour
before she got off.
€ommedore Lewis brought his division to
anchor in a line across the harbour without be-
ing pursted by the enemy, and having receiv-
ed but a single shot in the hull of one of the
ketches. 'The damage done to the ener- y
could not be ascertained ; but the shot were
seen to strike in every direction about and
over them. 'T'he next morning the Maidstone
wag perceived to have her fore top-gallant-
mast and fore-yard down and jib-boom rigged
in.
On Thursday morning the gun boats got un-
der way. and proceeded in line of battle to-
wards the enemy again.

On Thursday evening commodore Lewis
got under way and came up the sound, unmo-
lested by the enemy, and yesterday afternoon
anichored off Norwalk-Island—and will pro-
bably reach'this city in the course of the day.

The British squadron, which now consisted
of two 74’s, two frigates, 1 sloop of war and

_a gun brig, followed on, and on Friday, at 9
- o’clock in the morning, a frigate with 11 bar-
| ges in tow, was off Guilford, when the alarm

In the afternoon, however, the enemy were
seen standing back again to the eastward.
