All officers and soldiers of the army are re-
quired to contintie their ekertions in detecting
and bringing to trial deserters from the army.

A premium not exceeding fifty dollars for
each deserter will be'paid by the commanding
officer of the post, garrison ordistrict to which
he may be brought and deliveved. All officers
and soldiers are required to enforce the law a-
gainst such citizen or citizens as shall entice or
procure a soldier to desert. The words of the
law are. as follows, viz. ;
