'The President ought to know, that
in this State are upwards of 70,000 men, fully
organized and appointed with a proportion of
artillery; and that there is no valuable point
of the State, at which from 5 to 10,000 good
militia and completely erganized, could not be
embodied, before half that number could be
landed on the coast.— Bost.
