They would willingly
purchase a release from the presence of these
buithensome strangers by a feigned consent to
conditions, which they would covertly resolve
to undo at a future period, and on the very
first opportunity. But the King could not,
surely, bea party to any compact with the
base and treacherous design of releasing bim-
~self from 1ts obligations, by an odious inward
insinceriiy in theengagement, a mental reser-
vation, and a purpose to evade, to annpal, or
to retract. 'The consequence will be, that if
the French people should murmur, the King
must either lose their favour, by keeping his
faith with the allied sovereigns, or forfeit his
{aith to keep the favor of his people. This

surely is a dilemma in which it would be most |

unwise in the view of their own interests, as
well as most ungracious towards the restored
monarch, for the allied sovereigns to place
him with respect to his people. It can only be
avoided by dealing generously with France,
and rgqluiring nothing inconsistent with the
national honour of a great and proud peo-
ple. Let nothing be required of France be-
yond the general condition already publicly ac-
ceded to on the part of the king and acquies-
ced in by the people—the limits of 1793. Then
there will not be any necessity for the im-
mense French peace establishment of 220,000
men, which, whether it be designed to keep
down a discontented people, or to take back
cessions now reluctantly made, must be equal-
ly an object of alarm and apprehension. |
