| I communicate the following, chleﬁy on ac
count of one or two circumstances attending
these' phenomena . of nature, which Ido not
recollect to have noticed in any decription I
have seen. ‘

T'wo passed in this vicinity on Saturday
last, attended with their usual destructive et-
fects uapon ‘the timber, and razed the few

‘buildings in their course to the foundations,

destroying fences corn, &c. In crossing the
Ohio river, the water was taken out, and fish
of every description were thrown and left up-

on ®he land. The lower end of Wabush Island
{ 1s desolated. On passing the strong house of

Capt. Casey, the tornedo threw it entirely
down, and (sad to relate) killed' two men and
the wife of one of them, and wounded three

other persons. Casey had removed away. One
of the men killed was named Culver.
