have them well supplied with provisions
especially bread, which can so easily
be baked hard, and each man furnish-
ed with  a competency for several days.
And as all armies are liable to he
defeated, provision should be made
for such a state of things; and the
requisite deposits made at the prop-
er places for the army to retire to; as
when they do retire, it is to be presum-
ed, that when they are so much fatigued
and many of them wounded, and after
having lost a great portion of their bag-
gage and provisions—at such a time,
they require immediate food and re-
pose, more than ut any other.

[We have received the following circumstan.

On Sunday the troops marched frem
Baltimore, and halted for the night at
Elk Ridge Landing~at about 11
o’clock on Monday morning, an express
arrived from Gen. Winder, ordering
them to proceed on their march, the
enemy having ~ advanced towards
Washington—they encamped for that
night at the Half*way House, and on
Tuesday proceeded on their march and
encamped at Bladenshurg, where Gen.
Stansbury was also stationed, on the
right of the upper road, leading from
Marlboro’. Col. Stereit’s command,
(with the exception of Capt. Magrus
der’s artillery, who were detached to
Stansbury’s encampment) being posted
on the left of the same road.

On Tuesday night the pickets of
Gen. Stansbury’s command fired upon
some suspicious men who refused to an-
swer when challenged—the camp
was alarmed and the whole foree
was drawn up to receive the enemy
who were supposed to be advancing.
I ought to have stated, that Gen Win-
der was in the early part of Tuesday

SOME FURTHER PARTICULARS.
- The editors of the Baltimore Patriot have
just conversedwith an intelligent gentlemen,
who has been at Washington from Monday
until yesterday. He states that all public
buildings in Washington are destroyed by the
enemy, except the General Post Office, which
was preserved by mistake, the sign having
been taken down. The Navy Yard was des-

troyed by our troops. Ad. Cockdurn said he.

was glad of it, as it saved him the trouble.
The troops that marched to Washington,
amounted to 6,000, commanded by major
general Ross—whose horse was shot under
him by persons in Mr. Gallatin’s house. The
general then caused the house to be immediately
burnt.
The soldiers were posted outside the city,
‘and when they set fire to the buildings, small
parties of them were marched in to perform
the service. The soldiers are of all nations,
and ¢ the most hellish-looking Sfellows, that ever
trod God’s earth,” in the words of our inform-
ant. | ‘ \
After the public buildings were destroyed,
Cockburn mounted a small grey horse, and
rode about the city. He met our informant,
and asked him for the Printing Ofice of M.
Gales—said he must destroy it, as his friend
Gales had told tough stories about him. Our

informant said he was a stranger in the city, |

and did not know the office. Two citizens
coming up, he enquired of them for the of-
fice. They equivocated—he said, show me
the office, or I will seize you. The office
Wwas then pointed out to him. He ordered it
to be burnt. Some ladies come out to in-
tercede, who lived near the spot, as their
houses must likewise fall. He then coun-
termanded the order, and sent a large file of
soldiers to strip the office, which they did,

MILITARY AN:CDOTE. |
In the. year 1687, when Austria, Poland,
and Venice, united in a formidable confede-
racy against the Turks; the Polish General
entering Moldavia, laid siege to the fortress
of Nemez. This important place, which had
been abandoned by all the inhabitants (by or-
der of the Governor, and bad calculation of
1gnorant officers) was garrisoned ouly by 19
Moidavian chasseurs, whom accident had
brought thither. These brave men raised the
draw-bridges, shut the gates, and refused to

surrender. ‘T'he Polanders, ignorant of the |

weakness of the garrison, connonaded the
place for four days successively. The chas-

| seurs defended themselves courageously, and

killed a great number of the besiegers, among
whom was the Master of Artiliery, On the
fifth day; having lost ten of their number,
this little garrison demanded to capitulate ==
An honorable capitulation was immediately
granted, with liberty to retire v

pleased. As soon as the articles were signed,
what was the astonishment of the besteging
army, in beholding six men, who supperted
on their shoulders three others that were
wounded. At this instant, all the sentiments

of admiration, of shame, and of indignation, |

were successively uppermost in the bosom of

the Polish General. For some moments he
