THE BATTLE BELOW.

From the battery under Commodore PgRr-
RY, at Indiin Head, we yesterday learnt, that
the enemy passed 1t on the morning of the day
velore, having received but little injury from

. our batiery, which was too light and weak to

dispuie bis passage with effect.  Qur loss was
oniy one man wounded, and that was in the
reireat from the shore,

At 'ndian Head, as well as at the White
ilouse, the enemy expended a great quantity
of ammunitionin firing random shot and shelis
on shore, and in the woods, to disperse the
militia, &c. after the cannonade from our lit-
tle batteries had been silenced. .
