CAMPAIGN OF 1814.

The left division of our army on the Niaga
eara has lately atiracted the eyes of an anx-
ious and admiring poblic to the threatre of re-
nown. No sooner had thisband of gallant spi-
ritscrossed the streight and entered the terri-
tory of the enemy, than a series of rapid and
brilliant operations was commenced. ''hein-
telligence, the method and success which at-
tended every step, denoled that the arm
was no longer destitute of that which it bad
never before enjoyed, a general and 2 head.
The first acoievemont, the capture and sur-
prise of F. Erie, discovered the -most con-
summate caution, together with the greatest
exactness, in the execution of preconcerted
plans. 'The battle of Chippewa, next in or
der and magnitude, displayed the most deter-
mined bravery on our part, .and a coolness
not to be shaken by reverses or circumvent-
ment by deceptive manoeuvres. The want of
the expected and necessary co-operation of
the fleet, now gave a eruel check to that
splendid eareer which had opened the coun-
try to our arms, and shut up the enemy’s prin-
cipal force in his works of F, George and I,
Niagara. The operations of the army about
I". George were confined to that class which
is usnaily denominated the *¢ petite guerre,”
and the same. prudence and good conduct

which had direeted their more important | P

movements, appeared conspicuous in these af-
fairs. ‘I'he frequent and powerful reinforce-
ments received by the enemy, now rendered
it necessary for our army te seek a more se-
cure position, and provide for their retreat,
in case that step should becoine necessary. —
'They accordingly fell back to Bridgewaler,
in the immediate vicinity of Niagara Falis.
'T'his spot providentially became the scene of
one of the most desperate and sanguinary bat-
For the numbers engaged, there has
been none equally bloody since the days of Lie~
onidas and his 9partan band. ¢ The enemy’s
batteries were stormed directly in front,”
and after three repulses, were carried by an
irresistible charge, In the heal of the con-
flict, the British army was reinforced by
3000 fresh troops. The American troops were
opposed to twiee their number of British ve-
terans, and finally succeeded in driving them
from the field, and capturing thewr artillery,
their maj. general and 200 prisoners, At |l
o’clock, P. M. the contest ended ; the slaugh-
ter on both sides is withoat a parallel in the
annals of modern wars. As though the God
of noture had dosigned to ‘mark and distin-
guish this spot with the sublimest wonders,
and rendcr it memorable to future ages, he
has ordained that the noblest prodigies of hu-
mnan valor should be displayed in the same
field where one of the grandest wonders of
the natural world is exhibited. 1'he proudest
efforts of mortal prowess conspire with the
s enery of thisstupendous cataract; to conse-
crate this spot to classical immortality. The
future poet of Columbia may figure to his
prolific imagination, the groans and shrieks
of the wounded and dying, and the thunder
of hostile musketry and cannon, mingled
with the deafening roar of that tremendous
cataract, which for ages has been the resort
of the curious. 'I'he patriot and philantropist
will bereafter visit this spot with other emo-
tions than those excited by the novelty and
grandeur of the scenery ; the fame of the 25th
of July, 1814, will attract him to the field
where the legions of Albion and Celumbia
mingled in mortal stiife—Where Brown and

‘Scott fought nobly and nob'y bled—W here

Porter and Ripley sought the post of danger,

¢« the perilous edge of battle” —Where Milier
charged with more than mortal prowess on

the foe— Where M*‘I*arlane, and many other
hrave fellows in arms, found a grave of honor
—Where sleep in tranquil and honorable

death, the heroes of Columbia by the side of
their late vaunting and inveter-te foes, 'T'he
names of the renowned dead are bequeathed
to their country to embellish its future history.
The living are preserved to add other and if
possible, more brilliant laurels to their daunt-
less brows. This victory so glorious to the
American arms, produced one consequence
of vital importance. It enabled the army to
continue its march to Yort Erie without inc-
lestation, and gave them time to entrench
and strengthen their position at that place.

Assoon as the British army had recovered a
little from the shock of the late defeut, and
received farth r reinfo cem nt., they moyved
up the Niagara and inves ed Fort Erie. T'his
Fort was now rendered formidable by the in

dustry and art of our engineers, and still moie
so by the fortitude and ind fatigable valor of
the troops composing its ga'rien. 'The B:i-
tish General believing this to be a favorabie
opportunity to retrieve his * waste of honer”
ordered a body of troops across the streight to
take possession of Buftalo. ‘TI'his place so la-
tely a scene of ruin and devastaiion, had been
partially rebuilt, and was supposed 0 contain
the surplus baggage and valuable stores ofthe
American army. It had been represented as
defenceless. 'I'he Niagara wascrossed at o
o’cloek, A. M. and the British forces to the
number of 1000, moved up to Conjockery
Creek. The first notice which their troop-s
received of their error was announced from
the rifles of three hundred Americans, under
Major Morgan, of the 1st Rifle Regiment.—
This gallant officer, like the hero of the Cow

pens, his namesake had disposed his men in
fine order, met the enemy wiih firmness, de-
fcated and drove him with loss, and obliged
him to seek safety on the other side of the
Niagara. 'The public have to regret the loss
of the brave Morgan, since killed in a skir-
mish with the enemy at Fort Erie. So many
successive defeats, deterinined the British Ge-
neral to stake all in one grand attempt Lo
carry Fort Erie by storm.  Dispesitions were
made for the attack, which took place oa the
15th day of August, at half past 2 A. M.
Three formidable columns approached the
works of the Fort at three dlt{t)'erent polnts,
and by some boats attempted it by water al
the same time. 'I'he word was, ¢“ no quariers
to the d—d Vankees.”” and perhaps the same
number of men never tred with so rapid a
step, ¢* the way to dusky death.” Kvery part
of the works seemed to vomit destruction and
pour ruin on theassailing colamns.  The op-
posing ramparts of earth and even the air,
were pregnant with death. An explosion,
kindled by some unknown hand, devoted to
awful and 1nevitable perdition, those men who
in general orders, and already in their bloody
imaginations, had consigned the vanquished
garrison to the bayonet.

The several prisoners were immediately
coneyed away by a strong escort of officers of
Justice to the prison of King's Bench.

We confess it to be with emotions of the
deepest sorrow that we record this sentence
of the Court. Just asit is,and proper that
no di-tinction should be made between any
offenders conviceed of the same crime ; we
cannot refrain from expressing our sensibility
on this afflicting occasion. Much of the pub-
lic conduct of Lord Cochrane, particularly as
a senator, we have been far from admiring;
but we now view him as a gallunt young offi-

cer, an ornament to a professicn which is the
pride ot the conitry, who has rendered pub-

lic services of the most briiliant description,
sentenced to the most ignominious punish-
ment known to our laws! We are persnaded

that his Lordship did not duly appreciate the

offence, if it betrue, as we must believe it is,
that he has committed it. Of its moral tur-
pitude he was not convinced, nor did he comn

sider the serious evils which must result from .

it. Sincerely do we hope, that the royal pre-
rogative will be exerted to save hiin from
that part of his sentence which will inflict a
staiv which can never be washed away, and
will at the same time cast no little dishonor
on the navy, .
