We chased her about
18 hours, and had a smart action with her fer
55 minutes, 40 of which was with grape and
musketry, She mounts 8 guns and had 18
men, but fertunately no person was hari on
either side. After taking out a few packages
of dry goods, we manned her, We have now
58 of our own men on board, and 32 prison-
ers who are very troublesome, and I am anx-
ious to fall in with something in order to get
rid of them. We are well and in good spirits.
I remain dear sir; your very ob't serv’t,
ALEXANDER ADAMS.”
