anxious for the estublishment of a National
Bank, which he had always favored when op-
portanity offered. But it was his decided
conviction, he said, that a bill like that on

the table would not answer the purposes o

the nation or of the government. ‘F'his view
of the subject hesupported by various objec-

| tions to different features of the bill, and par-

ticularly to the mode of subdcription in stock
of the UStaves; the operation of all which he
contended would be to throw into circulatior
a quantity of paper, founded not on a specie
capital, but on the credit of the Unite:!
states stock, &c. which would therefore be
of no greater value than any other paper
which the United States should make re-
ceivable in taxes, though much more expen-
sive to the United States than Treasury
Notes or Bills of credit would be, &c.
&c. In support of this idea; Mr. G. adduced
many Hlustraiiens, from writers on this subject

from our ewn history, and from analogy. He

objected also the proposed appointment of a

part of the directors by the President to the
large portion of the stock to be held by the }

Uniied St.tes, &c. He wound up his argu-
