camp and fall into line that every-
body remarked it, and complimented
them for their conduct. I have

heard ‘Old Hundred’ often, when the|

huge lungs of the organ seemed in-
spired with life, and a congregation
joined their melodious voices, but
never until today did I hear it sung
with the full inspiration of the soul.”

The war news at this time, Sept.
9th, 1864, is confined to General
Sherman’s campaign -in Georgia; the
capture of Atlanta was announced.
This of course, was the celebrated |
march to the sea.
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The following is the letter of ac-
ceptance issued to the county by
General George B. McClellan, nomi-
nated by the Democratic Party at‘
Chicago for the Presidency. We are

“Orange, N. J.” Sept. 8, 1864

Gentlemen—I have the honor to

ackniwledge the receipt of your let-
ter informing me of my nomination
by the National Convention, recently
assembled at Chicago, as their can-|
didate at the next election for Presi-
dent of the United States.

“It is unnecessary for me to say
to you that this nomination comes to
me unsought. I am happy to know
that when the nomination was made
the record of my public life was
kept in view.

The effect of long and varied ser-
v1ce in the army during war and
peace has been to strengthen and

' make indelible in my mind and heart |

| the love and reverence for the Union

’and the Constitution, laws, and flag

of our country, impressed upon me
in early youth. These feelings have
thus far guided the course of my
life, and must continue to do so to
its.end. . ,

‘“The existeence of more than one

. | government over the region which
‘l'once owned our flag is incompatible
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with the peace, the power and the;
happiness of the people.

“The preservation of our Union
was the sole avowed object for which
the war was commenced. It should
have been conducted for that object
only, and in accordance with those
principles which I took occasion to
declare when in active service.

“Thus conducted, the work of re-

 concilliation would have been easy,

and we might have reaped the bene-
fit of our many vict_ories on land and

The Union was originally formed
by. the exercise of a spirit of concilia-
tion and compromise. To restore
and preserve it the same spirit must
prevail in our councils and in the
hearts of the people. The re-estab-
lishment of the Union in all its in-
tegrity is and must continue to be
the indispenesabe condition in any
settlement. So soon as it is clear,
or even probable, that our present
adversaries are ready for peace upon
the basis of the Union, we should
exhaust all the resources of States-
manship practiced by civilized nat-
ions and taught by the traditions of
the American people, consistent with
the honor and interests of the coun-
try, to secure:such peace, re-estab-
lish the Union and guarantee for the
futuree the constitutional rights of
every State. The Union is the one
condition of peace; we ask no more.

army and people, are subjects of not|
less vital importance in war than in
peace. Believing that the views
here expressed are those of the Con-
vention and the people you repre-
sent, I accept the nomination.

I realize the weight of the respon-'
sibility to be borne should the pe0-|
ple ratify your choice. Conscious|
of my own, weakness—I can only
seek fervently the guidance of the|
Ruler of the universe, and, relying|
on His all-powerful aid, do my best
to restore Union and peace to a suf-|

fering people, and to establish and |
guard their liberties and rights.
