MAN-EATING SHARK'S
TEETH.

In connection with his nov-
elette In Adventure Magazine
for KFebruary, a few words
from J. Allan Dunn:

Regarding the size of shark’s
prevalent in the Pacific and
Indo-Pacific Oceans, and some
of their characteristics, it may
be noticed that the teeth of
man-eaters are- flat and tri-
angular, contrasting with the
lanceolate teeth of other varie-
ties. Carcharodon rondoletti,
occuring in almost all tropical
and sub-tropical seas, 1s known
to reach forty feet in length
from captured specimens, while
teeth dredged up by the Chal-
lenger expedition suggest the
extinet species to have reached
a length of ninety feet, such
teeth being four inches wide at
the base and five inches along
the lateral margin.
