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THE GLOBE BY U.
S. ARMY PLANES.

The greatest- aerial expedi-
tion in the history of aviation

is getting under way at various

air ports of the United States
Army. In March, possibly, or
in May at the latest, four big
air-cruisers, manned by Army
men, will start to encircle the
globe. The planes, American-
designed biplanes of unusual
power and efficiency, have been
built, the route has beeéen
marked out, and is now being
investigated by Army officers
who are traveling over the
various sections. Supply sta-
tions have been located, and
supplies are going forward.
The Army has not advertised
its attempt very widely, but
several air specialists who have
looked into the preparations,
and the spirit behind the whole
enterprise, predict that it will
certainly succeed. To: the

- cross-Atlantic record, America,

the land in which aviation was
discovered, is expected to add
the distinction of the first air-
circumnavigation of theglobe.
It is recalled that a British at-
tempt was made last summer,
which ended disastrously be-
fore half the journey had been
completed, and that other at-
tempts, British, French and
Portuguese, are scheduled for
this summer. SO0 the Army
plans to get an early start and
be prepared to keep going af-
ter the start is made.

Possibly, says a writer 1n
The Slip Stream (Dayton),
commenting on the undertak-
ing:

The most spectacular event
in the recent history of avia-
tion is the Non-Stop Transcon-
tinental Flight of the Air Ser-
vice Transport T-2, and there
is a tendency now for the pub-
lic to look forward to a suc-
cessful round-the-world flight
as a normal step forward for
the near future. |

It is only until we look into
the stupendous outlay of pre-
paration necessary for the suc-
cessful carrying out of such a
project that we are able to ap-
preciate the confidence, ambi-
tion, and ability o four Air ser-
vice engineers, who are hoping
to put such a plan through.

onstration of the airplane’s
standard of perfection.

The Secretary of War ap-
proved the project early in De-
cember, records the Aeronauti-
cal Digest (New York),
he had been presented with ev-
idence that it had an excellent
chance to succeed. As for the
plan itself, ‘‘outrivaling in im-
portance the navigation of the
globe by Magellan,’”’ continues
The Aeronautical Digest:

The flight will be made by
four officers and four enlisted
men, well qualified for the long
and arduous voyage. As fon
the machines:

The four Douglas world
cruisers will be equipped with
pontoons at Seattle, Washing-
ton, and will make water land-
ings in sheltered harbors along
the Coast of British Columbia,
Alaska and through the Aleu-
tian Islands, down to Japan.
The present plan contemplates
the removal of the pontoons
and the use of landing-gears
from Tokyo, Japan, or from

'Calcutta, India, depending up-

on the conditions which the
flight encounters en route.
Landing-gears will be used
across Asia Minor and Europe,
as far as Hull England, where
pontoons will again be placed
on the airplanes and used un-
til the flight reaches Montreal
or Keyport, New Jersey, at one
of which points the pontoons
will again be replaced by land-
ing-gears, and the flight com-
pleted in this manner.

The existing airway facilities
in the United States, as well
as 1n Southern Japan, and be-
tween India and London, will
be utilized. The intervening
sections of the route will be
given further study by the ad-
vance officers, who will proceed
over the route prior to the ar-

rival of the flight.

Lieutenant Erik H. Nelson,
Ailr Service, has been for tha
past two months assigned to
duty at the Douglas airplane
factory at Santa Monica, Cali-
fornia, supervising the con-
struction of a special airplane
for this flight.

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tinues the writer:

Special attention is being
given to the weather condi-
tions throughout the route,
and the personal selected for
the flight will make an inten-
sive study of this matter for
aerial navigation on the route.
The proposed airway around
the world has been subdivided
into six divisions: 1st division
beginning at Washington, D.
C., and ending at Attu Island
in the Aleutian Group; 2nd di-
vision, ending at Nagasaki,
Japan; 3rd division, ending at
Calcutta, India; 4th division,
ending at Constantinople, Tur-
key; 5th division, ending at
London (Hull), England; 6th
division, ending at Washing-
ton, D. C. One advance offi-
cer will cover each section of
this' route, obtaining detailed
information on landing and
seaplane facilities, transporta-
tion, airways, meteorological
and climatic conditions, etc.,
and will make arrangements
for the passage of the flight
through territory to which he
1S assigned. Supplies will
have to be shipped from the
United States to various points
on the route several months in
advance of the flight, and for
this purpose each division has
a mailn depot with one or more
subdepots where major items
of supply will be alloctaed.
Gasoline and oil and smaller
articles of supply will be
placed at practically all stops.
The longest hop which is nec-
essary, according to present
plans,
to Paramishiru Island, in the
Northern part of the Eurile
Elands Group, a possession of
Japan. Other long hops will
be necessary over the Atlantic
Ocean between the Faroe Is-
lands and Iseland; between
Iceland and Greenland, and be-
tween Greenland and Northern
Canada; the longest of these
being about 700 miles.

Several previous attempts to
encircle the globe by air have
been made by the British and
French, but without success.
The accomplishment of a flight
of this nature by the United
States will, therefore, bring to
the United States the honor
and distinction of being the
first nation to encircle the
globe and would be quite in
keeping with the present rapid
development of aeronautics in
which our country leads all na-
tions of the world, in spite of
the small appropriations avail-
able for experimentation and
research in this: new science.

LLieutenant C. E. Crumrein,
of the American Army Air Ser-
vice has returned to Copenha-
gen after a four weeks’ visit
to Greenland to make a survey
of a possible route for an air-
plane flight around the world.
He was satisfied that the West
coast of Greenland afforded
plenty of excellent landing-
places, and he believed a
stretch of the
could be employed, thus mak-
ing possible a flight across the
continent.

The American flyer will
leave for Iceland and the Faroe
Islands to examine thelir suit-
ability as links in the chain’ of
landing places.
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HEALTH.
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The National Health Council
in an effort to lengthen life,
has started a campaign to in-
terest every American to have
a health examination on his
birthday.

health but who are in danger
of serious diseases or death be-
cause they do not realize their
real physical condition. It is
claimed that ninety-five per
cent. of the people examined
are ignorant of their condi-

tion.
