Most clergymen have agreed
that a preacher who assailed
the conduct of his wealthy par-
iIshioners would be “in for
trouble’’,” and, indeed, there
are many instances with this
result.

It is the
possession of money which
gives him his sense of security.
Therefore, when a clergyman
questions the limitations of
money, as does Daniel Gil-
christ in ‘T'’he Fool’, he eouches
the wallet which the average
man of affairs now carries in
the pocket nearest his heart,
and dissension arises. The
modern business man, as we
have come to know him, does
think that his world and his
power are quite apart from any
world Iin which God had a
hand, and he does resent inter-
ference, or suggestion, from
his clergyman, whom he often
considers much as he does his
children—of a world apart.”

It is this attitude of the
financiers in Mr. Pollock’s play
that has aroused discussion
afnld resentment. This is only
one reaction to one question in
“The Fool.”” There are num-
erous others, because this is
a play which doesn’t leave one
indifferent. People either like
it or they fight it.
