We have Sandwich Island papers to July

The most important intelligence is the con-
tinued and alarming spread of the small pox.
It is no longer confined to Hawaii, but has
spread to nearly all the islands of the group.
No less than seven hundred and eighty-five
cases have been officially reported to the board
of health. Hundreds of others among the 1s-
lands were probably not reported. The num-
ber of new cases per week has rapidly risen,
from 43 to 338.

Extract from a letter dated July 2, 1853:—
of war Portsmouth sailed a
weck ago for Lahaina, to give her men liberty
there. Yesterday the U. S. frigate St. Law-
rence, Commodore Dulaney, arrived in the out-
er roads, and on learning the state of the sick-
ness, she left immediately for Lahaina, in pur-
surt of the former ship.

We conjecture there is someihing in the
wind, or those two ships of war would not ar-
rive so soon after each other; and again, when
the frigate was outside Diamond Point, she fired
forty-four guns—she was fully prepared for
action. It is reported by her that eleven
French men-of-war are on the coast, and are
probably destined for these Islands. We are
informed, credibly, that, should there be any
arrival of a French character, with any war-
like demounstrations, the stars and stripes would
be immediately run up on different islands.

Lahania was very healthy, only two or three
cases of small-pox having occurred there.

A public meeting of the foreign residents of
Honolulu was called for the Monday evening
ensuing, to consert measures to arrest the pro-
gress of the epidemic.

Death of Admiral Cockburn.

Among the items of news brought by the last
steamer, is a notice of the death of Admiral
Sir George Cockburn, of the British Navy.—
He died at Leamington on the 19th of August,
at the advanced age of eighty-two. Those
who remember the late invasion of this coun-
try, by Great Britain, will not fail to recollect
the outrages—outrages which reflected the
deepest disgrace on the British Nation—com-
mitted under the authority, and even in many
cases under the personal supervisicn of this
British naval commander. He was styled, dur-
ing the time he remained in the waters of Ma-
ryland and Virginia, the “Scourge of the Ches-
apeake,’ as it was during this period that the
Commodore burned the houses and robbed the
henroosts of all who lived near enough to the
shore to be visited by the marauding parties
despatched by him. At Washington, among
other unpardonable atrocities, he mutilated a
small monument ereccted to the memory of
those gallant men who stormed Tripoli and Al-
giers, and reduced to submission the pirates of
the Mediterranean—a feat from which British
commerce derived even more benefit than that
of this country.

The account of his death in the London
Times is accompanied by a detail of the ser-
vices he had rendered his country, and of the
many favors he had received from the Crown.
