Governor Nice wrote eighty-seven
new laws into the books o!
Maryland Wednesday.

He signed eighty-seven the
1936 legislative bills and nine joint
resolutions. The laws-—passed
al the emergency session—dealt with
subjects ranging from wild duck to
Confederate the State
Roads Commission, ovstermen and
poorhouses.

provides that, effective May 1, 1939,
one member of the commission shall
be an Eastern Shoreman, one a Bal
timorean and the third from Western
Maryland.

Another joint resolution
naming a to study all
revenue going to the commission ang
plan a roads construction program
for submittal to the commission.

The third requires the Roads Com-
mission to submit monthly reports to
the various counties on the standing
Of the units in the lateral roads fund
balance.

Three bills authorize counties to
sell their almshouses if they wish.
The counties feel that the old-age
pension system eventually will allow
them to shut up the poorhouses
The counties are Charles, Caroline
and Somerset.

United States Civil Service Commis-
slon has sent a notice to post offices,
warning that misleading information
I8 being given the public by repre-
sentatives of some of the correspond-
ence schools which sell “ecivil ser-
vice" courses.
For a long time, the Commission
has been receiving complaints from
different parts of the country which
indicate that opportunities for ob-
taining Federal employment have
been greatly exaggerated.
