Their
dsigniticance comes from the sacrifices
Of Lthose thousands of brave young
Americans who died In the country's
service on the battle field of France,"
sald the chalrman of the Auxiliary.
"Making the popples has provided
employment for many hundreds of
disabled men through the winter and
spring months. The work not only
hag enabled them to help support
themselves and families, but also has
been valuable as occupational thera-
py. It has been conducted in veter-
ans’ hospitals and In special poppy
workrooms all over the country.
“Disabled velerans receiving little
Ho government compensation are
the only ones employed In the poppy
program. FPreference s given Lo
those with dependent famlilies, The
work ls a godsend to these men, who
could not possibly find or perform
other employment."
