A _ ABLE DISEASES
Gives Interesting Data

Thirty-two Page Book Contains
Facts For Farmers, Students,
Businessmen And Housewives

Figures given out by Dr. R, H.
Riley, Director of the State Depart-
ment of Health, show that there was
nearly twice as much sickness from
the reportable diseases--those usual-
ly spoken of as ‘catching” or com-
municable-~during the six months
which ended Jumne 30 of this year,
a8 there was during the first half of
1940,

Over 41,400 cases of these diseas-
€8 were reported to the State Depart-
ment of Health from January 1 to
June 30 of this year in comparison
with over 22,600 cases during the
first six months of 1940, Of thoge
| occurring during the first half of the
current year, 16,068 cases were re-
ported from the counties and 26,364
from Baltimore City. The 1940 cas-
€8 were distributed as follows:
5,443 reported from the counties
and 14,200 from Baltimore City.

German measles, of which 9,760
cases were reported in comparison
with b1 cases during the first half of
1940, was responsible for nearly
one-fourth of the total sickness from
all the catching diseases. The di-
sease was widely prevalent and at-
tacked grown-ups as well as child-
ren.

Marked increases in other diseas-
€8s added their guota to this year's
higher total. There were over 6.000
mroe cases of measles than during
the first half of 1940; over 1.7560
more of influenza; 1,400 more of
mumps; over 300 more of tubercu-
losis and over 1,700 more cases of
the venereal diseases.

These were offset by a decrease of
over 500 cases of pneumonia and of
over 1,700 cases of whooping cough.

Comparative figures for the six
months period for each of the above,
were as follows: Measles, 6,296 cas-
es In 1941; 147 in 1940; mumps,
1,770 in 1941; 374 the previous
year; influenza, 3,013 in 1941; 1.,-
200 in 1940; tuberculosis, 1.616 in
1941; 1,298 in 1940; the venereal
diseases, 8,342 in 1941; 6,639 in
1940,

Pneumonia, on the other hand,
dropped from 3,683 during the firt
siXx months of 1940, to 3.130 dur-
ing the corresponding period this
year, whooping cough dropped from
3,990 cases to 2.252.

Three groups of diseases--the go-
called children’'s diseases, the ven-
ereal diseases, and the respiratory
diseases--influenza, tubercolosis and
pneumonia, accounted for U8 per
cent of the total sickness (rom com-
municable diseases. The children's
diseases, with a total of 24,609 were
reponsible for 69 per cent; the ven-
0 ereal diseases for 20 per cent, and

Marvland farmers, now imn various
gtages of midsummer haying, are
carefully “bottling up" their live-
stock’'s winter supply of vitamin A.
High-quality hay is one of the best
winter sources of this important
vitamin, but it may be largely lost
in hay-making if the hay Is leached
by rain, bleached by the sun, under-
cured so that it becomes musty and
moldy in the stack or bale, or is al-|
lowed to become so dry that the
leaves shatter.

Dr. Leinbach says that studies by
the Department of Agriculture have
shown that the vitamin A potency
of butterfat from cows fed U, 8. No.
1 alfalfa hay was at least four times
that of fat from cows fed U. 8. No.
3 timothy.
