SUBJROT TO FINANCIAL
RESPONSIBILITY

By W. Lee Elgin, Commissioner
of Motor Vehicles

Persons convicted of Operating
under the Influence of Liquor, Fall-
ing to Stop, or ldentify himself, af-
ter an Accident, and any Motor Ve-
hicle Vielation in connection with
a fatal acecident, do not know that
they are automatically subject to the
Financial Responsibility Act, and a
revocation of their llcense. They con-
tend had they known, they would
have appealed the Magistrate's decil-
glon. Others who forfeited the collat-
eral, rather than return for trial,
would have stood trial, but were
under the impression that paying
the fine was the end of the matlier,
and in some cases were told so. In
gerious cases, it is only fair that
motorists be advised of the conse-
guences of such convictions., This
Department recelves numerous coms-
plaints after convictions on Failing
to Stop, or ldentify, after an accl-
dent. Many of these cases are merely
technical, and the defendants do
not realize the seriousness or conse-
guences until they hear from this
office, which is8 then too late to flile
an appeal. In a2 number ol n
fender has been slightly scratched,
or dented, and both drivers, think-
ing little or no damage has been
done, drive on. Later, one will find
he has a scratch or dent, and will
swear out a warrant for the other's
arrest--and on a Technicality, he is
found guilty. Sometimes, both driv-
ers stop, engage in an argument, and
then drive off without elther giving
his name or address. Later on, one
or the other becomes incensed and
swears out a warrant for the other's
arrest, charging him with Failing to
identify himself. in both of the
above instances, one is as gullty as
the other, and if the person charged
with such an offense, would in like
manner, charge the other, 1 dare
say both would drop the charges--or
be dismissed by the Judge,

Often, a driver has left the scene
of the accident, alfter duly stopping,
in an effort to find or telephone an
officer, and uvpon returning find that
avervone has left the scene, but lat-
er on a warrant is8 served him for
Failing to identity himself,

A charge of this type, even though
on a technicality, puts the driver Iin

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BRIDGE

SUSQUEHANNA
Despite two reductions in rates
slnce |t was opened August a8,
1940, the Susquehanna River Bridge
has yielded the State a net profit of
$286,000 for its first year's opera-
tion, it is reported by Willilam A.
Codd, Chiefl Auditor for the State
Roads Commission. Gross receipts
for the yvear were $730,621.03.
During the 12-month period,
3,605,675 wvehicles crossed over the
beautiful Susquehanna Bridge. The
peak was reached on July 6th when
24,232 cars containing returning
holiday tourists paid $4,745 to cross,
The crossing was at the rate of
1,000 an hour.

If the bridge revenue
an average of the first year's re-
ceipts, Mr. Codd pointed out, the
bonded indebtedness of the structure
probably will be retired in fifteen
years, rather than the 20-year period
for which the bonds were originally
issued.
