We have visited and examined the county jall
and have found the floors and walls clean, a
in general good order, and the prisoners well

Altogether there are seventeen prisoners in
confinement: males sixteen, females one, (color-
ed) whites, nine; colored, eight; for illegal dredg-
ing, six; for larceny, eight—one white and seven
c';i,m; for assault and battery, one—white; re-
celving stolen goods, one—colored, female; ob-
taining money under false pretenses, one—white.
Indictments have been found in all these cases
but one, and he is under presentment for assauit
and battery.

We find violations of the dredge law frequent;
also that of the local option law. In the first, the
grand jury have made fifteen pressutments, and
