1HE PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE.

The message of the President of the
United States, which was reeeived in
Cougress soon after its assembling, is a
compuct, clear snd well written State pa-
per, comnprehensive enough te give in re.
supe all the important operations of gov-
erninent for the year, and to express the
very E:mtive opinions which the Presi-
dent has as to his dutpin connection with
some leading questi that seem to him
“ £ fter an exprovaiont grasitude to

gratitude o Lhe
Diviné ﬁ:ing for evuntless blessings be-
stowed ‘our country, the President
rapidly sketobes the history of the yeliow
fever epidewic, and of the Lounties which
it set flowing. He claims that this pes-
tilence has awakened *“a very general
public seutiment in favor of aational san-
iury administration, which shall not. on-
ly control quarantine, but hiave a sanitary
supervision of iuternal commerce in
tiwes of epidemicy, and hold an advisory
relation to the Stite and muncipal he.lth
anthorities, with power to deal with what-
ever endangers the pullic  health and
which the municipal health author-
ities, are unable to regu-
late.”” The . quarantine act of last
April was o step in this direction, but the
President thinks that it does not go fur
enough, and recommends Con to
give the subjeet early and careful consid-
eratio.. _

The President insists that the perma-
nent pacification of the country, with the
protection of all citizens in all political
rights under the constitution and 1its
amendments, “eontinues te be of para-
mount interest with the t body of
the people,” and that in this view of the
case the recent con ional elections
have not bLeen . He regards
the acceplunce of the awendments and
the increased representation givgn to the
sSouth, with the reconstruction of those
States and their restoration to civil gov-
erument, us being in the natare of a4 com-
promise, which each party is bound to
observe ia good faith.  He contends that
the colered le of somne of the Stales
liave "Leen El‘wtimlly deprived of the
nght of su and that this is a viola-
tieu of the supposed compact. 1lun the
States of South Carolina and Louisiana,
he n&,& “and in some particular con
gressional districts vutside of those States,
the records of election seem to compel the
conclusion that the rights of the colored
volers have been ove eun and their par
ticipation in the elections not permitted
to be either generul or free.” 7The Presi-
dent does not state upon what evidence
he makes these sweeping charges—in fact
he says that the nex gress will have
it in d to investigate these very elec-
tions~but he deeclares it as the duty and
purpose of the executive and judiciary to
imquire into aud punish such violations of
tiie law as have occurred.
