FIRST NEWS OF THE KILLING,

od STATHEENT OF WN. E. CRARKR,

Mr. Wm.E ("Mhe, a well-known resident of
thé town,says that he was near the house at
the time, and hearing some one seream, ran in-
to the house and found Miss Heamn lving on the
sofa with the blood slowly oosing from her
mouth. She was moaning and erying, and ap-
parently in great distress. She kept her haund-
kerchief in her hand, and would oecasionally
press it against her mouth and keep it there for
some time. Miss Duer was walking about the
room, speaking hysterically and very muoh ex-
cited. Bhe carried a pistol in her hand, which
he ook away from her, and subsequently gave
to Mr. Hearn. Mr, Crocket then went for Mr.
Hearn.

STATEMENT OF DR. TRUITT.

The next person interviewed was D'r. Truitt,
the attending physician. In reply to the report-
er’'s request, the doctor made the following state-
mont:

I was called In to see Miss Hearn, and found
h 'r considerably prostrated with 1« wound in the
rigcht cheek. ALt the time she would not makea
statement, fearing that her father, In the exeite
ment of the moment, might eommit some act
for which he would afterward be sorry.

THE DYING GIRL'S DECLARATION,

Mr. Hearn dictated the subjoined stalement,
which bhe says wasmade by his daughter to
nimself, In the presence of others, when she had
recovered from ber state of unconsciousness,
and was perfectly sound apd clear in judgment :

November the fourth sité (Ella) received from
Miss Duer a note, asking her to go to Miss Duer’s
hogse Lbhat nignt, and staling that it was about
e lmportant business.

She, In ecompany with her younger sister,
Logise, callcd that evening at Miss Duer’'s home.
When they arrived Miss Duer iried to persuade
Ella togo into the woods the next day for the
parpose, as usual, of taking a walk. Ella deelin-
ed to go. Miss Duer then declared before Al-
mighty God that if she did not go this time she
would never ask her to do anything else as long
as she 1M¥ed.

November the 5th, that fatal day, Miss Duer
came Lo our house and insisted that Klla should
go into the woods with her. Ella still declined,
She then asked Ella to say that she loved her
(Miss Duer) more than any one else, Ella re-
fosed tomay 80,
citement, walked from the frontdoor to Lhe gate
several times, and finally came into the passage
and shut the door. Walking hurriedly toward
Ella she quiekly threw her arms around her and
tried W kiss bher. Ella shoved her away, and
while so doing Miss Duer slipped and fell, It
was but a few seconds after this when the shoot-
fug occurred. Miss Duer drew heér pistol, cocked
It and deliberntel vy fired.

THE CORONER'S INQUEST,

On Saturday a post-mortem examination was
magle by Dr. Trulll, assisted by Drs. Quinn, Me-
Master and Caster. December 7 a jory of inquest
was held with the Rev. Wm, Dale as foreman.

‘Ur. Quinn testified thal the wound would nog
necessarily produce death, but would dipend
upon the nervous condition of the person; eon-
sidered the ball the exeiting cause in Lhis cage.

Dr. Truitt testified that the girl's system bad
sustained such a shock lrom the injury inflicted
that it was impossible 1o probe for the ball; the
Lall did not necessarily produce death, but was
the exciting cause ; she died of nervous prostra-
tion.
