A gentleman residing near Easton has shown
us & United States Postal Card (sent him by »
relative who has been officlally conuected with
the Post Office Department at Washington for
the past ten years) bearing upon its face written
matter other than the address, red linesare
drawn 80 as to separate it from the address, and
the address is underscored with double red
lines. The Post Master here charged flve cents
additional postage, which was paid (sinee refun-
ded) by the recelver. The receiver of the eard
made inquiry by letter at the B, O. Department
as to whether such charge was proper. The
First Ass’t P. M. General returned the inquiry
to Post Master Councell on the 2Z7th ultimo with
the remark that the rule requiring
collection of double postage on such
matter has been rescinded, and that the modif-
cation of the rule would be published in the
Postal Guide for this month.

A Flagraat Attempt to Burn the Town.
