A Novement for the Benefit of the People—An 0ld
Worn out Usage to be Abandoned —The Lawyers
Agreeing wita the Spirit of the Times.

We understand the members of the Easton
bar will hold a meeting to-day, to rescind the
1ist of prices for legal work gotten up by Judge
Goldsborough and adopted some tem or twelve
years ago. It is sald the plan has not worked
well,and we are informed that Gov. Thomas,
Mr. Gibsou and others never approved of it, al-
though they felt in honor bound to abide by the
requirements of the agreement. Hereafter, or
rather, after the action of the proposed meeling,
each member of the bar will feel at liberty to
make his charges for drawing legal papers to

suit himself and his clients.

Union Almshoase.

At the invitation of Dr. C W Chancellor, Seec-
retary of Lthe State Board of Health, a very re-
spectable meeling of citizens of. Queen Anne’s,
Caroline and Talbot counties assembled in com-
vention at the Court House, in Easton, on
Thursday, the 18th inst., to consider the expedi-
e cy of establishinga Union Work House for
the counties named, in place of the existing
county almshouses, with a view to amellorate
the condition of the poor. It was a matter of

general- regret that other counties of the Eas-
tera Shore did not attend th2 convention, which
Was organized by electing Willlam MeKenmney,

Esq., of Queen Anunes, President; Mr Todd,

of Caroline, Vice-president,and J A Johnson, of

Talbol, Secretary. _

The President stated the object of the conven-
tion, and declared it ready for business.

Col. James T. Earle, of Queen Anne, sald he
had well considered opinions of his own on the
subject the convention had been convened to
consider, but before expressing them to the
convention, he shounld like to hear from Dr
Chancellor, whe had called the conveniion, and
who had been making almshouses a study for
years, and had but recently visited Earops with
& view to add to his stores of information.

The President sald the convention would be
glad to hear from Dr. Chancellor.
= The Doctor then gave a full explanation of the
matter, saying the convention had been called
at the suggestion of numerous gentlemen who
were in sympathy with the movement., He ful-
ly discussed our present almshouse system, and
the low standard of morals about it, declar-
ing thas the evils deplored were not so much In
the management, which was generally good, as
in the system itself, which was extremely bad,
He advoecated a change on high moral and econ-
omical grounds. He explained the work house
system of England, which originated about Aaf-
&y years ago, and which was self-supporting,
and the iInmales were more contented and hap-
pler than they could be in idisness. He thought
the paupers of the Eastern Shore couatles could
be better taken care of, and supported al less ex-
pense to the tax payers, In union work houses
than in county almshouses. Indeed he thought
they could be made self-supporting. He fully
diseussed the condition of the insane panpers,
and showed that the incarable cases coald be as
well taken care of at a cost of $0 or $50 a year
per capits in such work houses as in the Mary-
land Hospital at a cost of $15). He sald Ceell
county has a very fine new almshouse, and
would not be likely to join in the movement,
He sald some of the lower counties of the Eas-

tern Shore had expressed themselves favorable

to the change, but he thought it likely that Som-

erset, Wicomico, and Worcester would prefer to

establish a separate one for themselves. The

larger the establishment, and the grealer nume
ber of inmates, the cheaper would be the per
capita cost of supporting them. He thought a
house large enough to accommodate all the pan-
pers of the Easterp-8hore, Cecil county excepted,
would cost about $80,000; and one large enough

to accommodate those of the eounties represen-

ted in the eonvention would not eost more than
$30,000 al most.

Col. Earle supported Dr. Chancellor in an able
and eloguent speech, which was allke creditable
to his heart and intellect.
