that may be proper and necessary to obtain
such a copy or data from your records. If
you are not correctly reported, the many
friends of local option or prohibition deem it a
daty you owe to yourself, as well as to the
cause of truth, morality and the public weal
generally, to correct this false statement at
once, aud in as public a manner as the same
has been given to the public, or that at least
you will authorize this Alliance to make the
correction for you, if you sball prefer not to do
it yourself. Please let me hear from you as
soon as possible.”

After the local option elections of last fall |-

many applications were made to me for per-
mission to ship spirits to counties which had
declared for local option, encased in extra
packages concealing their character and iden-
tity, which I refuscd as contrary to interval
revenue regulations. Several of these appli-
cants assured me unofficially that they had
more orders from the counties that had just
voted for local option than ever before, and
that many of their orders came from men in
those counties who had been, during the éan-
vass, then just ended, among the most earnest
advocates of local option. 1 notice that the
State Comptroller says that local option has
not lessened the revenues of the State, because
Baltimore city has supplied all loss from local
option counties. I think the only reason  for
loss of revenue in these counties arises from
the fact that the local law either forbids li-
censes altogether or grants them under condi-
with which some dealers csnnot or will not
comply. These dealers, nevertheless, as a
rule sell, and geuerally protect themselves

against government iuterference by paying |

their special taxes, taking chanees of punish-
ment under local option laws. At any rate it
is true, so far, that local option has not de-
creased receipts at this office, which perhaps
may be accounted for by the vigilance of rev-
enue officers on the gne hand, and the difi-
culty of securing convictieu for offenses against
local option laws en the other. As to your
request. that | furnish you in writing the
names of all persons in Montgomery, Calvert
and Prince George’s counties who have, since
the 1st of May, 1882, procured at this office
special tax stamps for the sale of lignors. I
