STOP-OFF TICKETS.

What 2 Passenger Must do fo lnsure His Right o
Thelr Use.

The rigorous duty imposed by the law upon
passengers who purchase “stop-off]” tickets
was Jaid down by Judge Ludlow recently in
the trial of a suit by Eugene Devog.lgsinst
the Philadelphia, Wilmington & Baltimore
Raifroad Company to recover damages for his
alleged illegal ejectinent from a car. He got
on a train at Wilmington. He intended to
get off at an intervening station and had paid
fifteen cents for the privilege. When the train
arrived at the station he stepped off without
having the conductor stamp his ticket. Sub-
sequently, when he took a second train to
complete his journey, he was told by the con-
ductor that as his ticket showed no evidence
of his right to stop off he would have to pay
bis fare or get off. He refused to pay, aod
was put ofl at Chéster. lle got on another
train and was about to be ejected again when
he paid his fare under protest and went oa to
Philadel phia.

Counsel for the railroad company contended
that it was the duty of the plaintiff to notify
the first conductor that he bad a stop-off tick-
et and have it so marked, and that bavieg
failed to do so the company was not resposi-
ble. The Court sustained the proposition and
said that under a recent decision of the Bu-
preme Court a passenger is obliged to inquire
as to the mode of procedure necessary to the
enjoymeht of a particular privilege and that
the plaintiff in this case having failed to do so
was respousible for the cunsequences of his
own neglect A nou-suit was eatered. —[ Phil-
adelphia Times.
