A fine side-wheel steamer with sixty state-
rooros, like the lda, costs $100,000. A small

ropeller with twenty staterooms, like the

hoptank, costs §20,000. The difference in
cost will enable a cheap propeller to carry pas-
sengers between Easton and Baltimore for 25c¢
with a8 much profit as a fine side-wheel steam-
er can carry them for §1; the difference in
the cost and accommnodation determining the
difference in the cost of fare. It looks now as
if our people may soon be called upon to de-
cide which they prefer to ply between Easton
and Baltimore, the propeller or the side-wheel,
and which fare they prefer, the side-wheel one
dollar fare, or the propeller twenty-five cent
fare; which further calls upon them to decide
between a comfortable bed 1n a state-room or
no bed on the saloon floor. If the decision is
in favor of the propelier, with cheap fares,
Ex)r accommodations and lower freights, the

aryland Steamboat Company will withdraw
their side-wheel boats and place propellers on
the Choptank route in their place. Their aim
13 to supply their line with the kind of boats
the people want. They have endeavored to
tive the public the best possible accommoda-
tion withio the means of the company at a
reasonable cost. [f those who patronize the
line prefer cheap boats, cheap fares and lower
freights, they are prepared and willing to ac-
commodate thém in that respect. They would
like to know what the ladies have to say on
the subject, as they are especially ioterested
This is a matter which ought to be well con-
sidered before it is decided, for should the side-
wheel boats be withdrawn and propellers sub-
stituted in their place, it should be understood
that, if they do not prove satisfactory, it will
be no easy matter to get the propellers with-
drawo and the side-wheel boats regurned to
the live, for when a good boat is ruuning on a
profitable line her owners are not likely to be
persuaded to withdraw her and place her on
an uucertain kne, Which do the people of
Talbot prefer, propellers or side-wheel steam-
ers ?
