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- The religious world is greatly interested
now in an ancient dooument, recently discov-
ered, mlrd “The Teaching of the Twelve
Apostles,” It seems that the learned RBishop
Bryennios, of Nicomedia in Asis. Migor, un-
earthed this mannscript in the course of some
of his explorations in Cepstantinople, That
such a writing had existed, known to Biblical
scholars, chiefly through refereaces by Clem-
ent of Alexandria, Ensebius, and others; but
0o copy of it was knowa to be in existence in
these latter days. Clement cites the “Teach-
ing” as Scriptare, but lJater writers dissent
expressly' Trom his view. There can be no
reasonable doubt of the genuineness of this
document, and the date assigned to it is from
120 to 160 A. D, It is therefore the earliest
manual of church polity jn existence, aside
from the New Testament.
