He
helped his brother feed the stock and went to
the house, while Joseph went over to call
Jackson and Perry Anderson, who also works
for Mr. Kirby and sleeps at Jackson's. His
brother soon after returned bome followed by
Jackson and the boy. " When Jackson came
into the yard, his brother was at the kitched
door. H‘;,u brother - asked what the
trouble was about last night? Immediately
Jackson commenbed to swear and threaten,
and he (Lambert) was about to say something
when bis brdther told him to go into the
house, that be could settle the matter himself,
He went in, but heard the renewed threats of
the negro. His brother told the negro to shut
up, but Jackson coutinued to swear and threat-
en. Joseph again told him to shut up, or he
would e him shut up; that he would not
permit any sach conduct. - ‘Jackson was then
abous ten vards from the kitchen steps where
Joseph was standing. Jackson beld the hick-
ory club, which was found by the jury lying
by bis body, n one band, and with the other
drew his revolver and deliberately fired at his
brother. His bruther then went into the
house and got his gun. He followed him out.
When .he got out ibto the yard Joseph point-
vd his gun at the negro and told bim to throw
down his arms or he would shoot him. The
negro backed off towards the yard fence, and
when be got to the fence, waiting his oppor-
tuoity, fired his revolver at his brother the
second time without effect. Joseph then fired
the gun at the negro, witheut burting him,
Jackson over the fence aud fired at his
brother the third time, His brother then shot
at bitr again, but without effect. The charges
in the gun were small squibs, put in for Mrs.
Kirby to scare away chicken hawks with.
He (Lambert) then rushed in as the Degro
raised the club to strike bis brother, and
knocked the pistol out of his hand.  The ne-
gro then kicked bim twice, the first time in
the abdomen. The negro then seized him
(Lambert)and in doing so dropped the hicko-
ry ciub, which his brother seized anddealt the
negro a blow over his head, which knocked
him on his haed and knee. He then struck
bim a second blow which knocked him down
and killed him. He and his brother then left
him and went into the honse. The facts were
reported to their father who advised an imme-
diate surrender to the law.

Perry Anderson, the negro boy was sworn.
