have a number of dark purple spots upon
them. Rag weed is too well known to
need description; it has a strong, bitter,
aromatic taste, which is not so bad as
the preceding weeds, but it will cause
some horses to slobber. Horses will
refuse to touch these plants if they can
avoid 1t, but when they are abundant
they caunot help eating some of them.
To stop the slobbering, give a handtul or
two of dry corn meal or wheat mid-
dlings. The loss of saliva is a serious
matter, and greatly weakens the animal.

Salt and Lime.

The following, says an agricultural
paper, is recommended as an excellent
combination for fertilizing purposes: Mix
one bushel of salt with two bushels of
dry lime, under cover, and allow the
mixture to decompose gradually, thus
forming an intimate chemical union of
the two materials. For this puarpose the
mixture should lie at least six weeks
before use, or, still better, two or three
months, the heap being turned over oc-
casionally. ~ This salt and lime mixture
when applied at the rateof twenty to
thirty bushels per acre, forms ag excel-
lent top dressing for craps. * It acts

powerfully on the vegetable matter of

soils. Fifty bushels applied to a tarmp
field have produced as large a crop as
twenty loads of barnyard manure. It is
also very destructive to insects and grubs
in the soil. Like salt, it attracts mois-
ture from the air, and has been found
useful against drought. Its decomposing
power is remarkable, and if three or four

bushels of it are mixed with a cord of

swamp muck the latter will soon be re-
duced to powder. Coarse manure is in
a similar manner decomposed and made
fine. Sour, wet muck thus treated and
composted with barnyardj'manure con-
stitutes a fertilizer almost as valuabie as
the unmixed manure of the baruyard.

The Dairy tells us thata cement floor
is not the best for a dairy, as it absorbs
the drippings of milk and becomes foul
in a short ttme A good floor is of
matched plank, with tight joints and
painted, so that it will absorb no mois-
ture. Whatever drippings fall from the
churn may be washed off such a floor
without leaving any traces. Brick is
quite as absorbent as cement. A flag.
stone floor, with close joints set in ce-
ment is the best of all.
