Back in 1917 Kent Islanders were
battling to keep the Federal Govern-
ment from taking over the whole is-
land for a military reservation. The
early part of the campaign drew this
item in the Centreville Record of
August 4, 1917.

A most enthusiastic meeting was
held on the public square at the
Courthouse Centreville under the
auspices of the Home Preservation
Committee of Kent Island, Dr. John
R. Benton, chairman.

Joel Brown. of Govans; Rev. Darbie
and Shanks of Stevensville, EX-
Senator J. Frank Harper, Carville
Tolson. Robert W. Thomas, J. F.
Rolph and W. J. Price, each of
whom were strong in behalf of ap-
peals of the Island.
