Mr. Harrington reviewed at
the efforts of the ferry company to im-
prove its service. “We came in good
faith, we expect to stay in good faith”,
he said. He reported that Ocean City
had enjoyed the best resort vear in its
history largly because of the establish-
ment of a summer service of running
the ferry “every hour on the hour”.

He foresaw the extension
service and said the ferry company
stood ready to buy a new steel boat at
a cost of $325,000.

Mr. Sherman was included to dis-
count the reported formation of a new
company to establish a Kent Island-
Sandy Point route. The building of a
pier and the necessary bulkheads at
Sandy Point alone would cost at least
a half million dollars, Mr. Sherman
sald, because of the unprotected nature
of the shore line.
