Strong words indeed were those

spoken by John D. Steele, president
of the Maryland Sportsmen’s Lunch-
eon Club when he said, “The Ches-
apeake Bay is the greatest gold mine
in the country but the people of this
state are allowing it to go to hell be-
cause of lack of intelligence.”

In the heat of his indignation Mr.
Steele may have painted the picture
with too glaring colors. But it is time
that some one, even at the risk of
slight exaggeration sketched the
Chesapeake Bay situation in a curt
summary that would make people
think.

Mr. Steele also quoted Japanese ob-
servers as reporting if their country
owned the Chesapeake, Japan could
use it to feed that entire nation of
sixty millions.

That, too, may have been an over-
statement. But it suggests two ideas
worth pondering upon. The first is
the enormous potentiality of the Bay
as a source of seafood, at least to out-
side investigators.

The second, more important, is that
the Japanese government would lay
strong hands upcn Cliesapsske Bay
and do things which ought to be done
to restore the seafood industry in the
area. There would be none of the
weak handling by which Maryland
has allowed the Bay to be abused, no

The Chesapeake Bay should be put
in the hands of its friends. If a non-
political commission should be ap-
pointed to handle the area, as Mr.
Steele suggests, the members of that
body should by law come from coun-
ties bordering the Bay and from Bal-
timore.

Mr. Steele’s strenuous language may
be rendered futile by the political
timorousness which has sidetracked

S0 many previous utterances. But his
voice, added to the growing chorus

demanding action in a positive way,
indicates how the needs of the Ches-

peake are clamoring for a dynamic
leader to lead the Bay seafood indus-

try out of the dumps.

UNPREDICTABLE NATURE

Man can figure out when tides and
eclipses are to occur, where the sun,
moon and stars will be a thousand
years from now and how long it will
take light shining on a distant star to
reach the earth. But when it comes
to telling what nature, and especially
the weather is going to do a month
or a year in advance, that is another
story. Nature is unpredictable.

Consider the situation in the grain

crops. Three years ago the coun- |
try was faced with huge sur-
pluses with which, it was thought,
we could never keep up. So the na-

tion trimmed down its production to
a small annual surplus. And along
comes nature with two searing
droughts and knocks all surpluses in-
to a deficit. |

Then there is the hurricane story |
on the Eastern Shore. Three years
ago the Weather Bureau was caught
flatfooted when a big blow which
the weather sharps had not seen on
their charts lashed the coast. This
year the Bureau saw a hurricane com-
ing and ballyhooed it until timid folks
were scared out of their trousers. But
the hurricane in Queen Anne’s coun-
ty was only a breeze.
