Double S Curve

Work To Start On Centre-

ville-Church Hill High-
way Project

The State Roads Commission has
awarded the contract for straightening
Dead Man’s Curve north of Centreville
on the Church Hill road to Phillips
Brothers of Salisbury at a price of
$24.723 the Board of County Commis-
sioners were advised on Tuesday.

Under the terms of the contract, work
is to start within thirty days.

At the same time, contract to furnish
and haul gravel in the county-wide
lateral road improvement program was
awarded to John S. Teeter and Son of
Tanevtown for $17.841.00. The gravel
will, of course, be obtained from pits in
this county.

The County Commissioners have ex-
pressed considerable concern over the
lateness in awarding the gravel contract.
The schedule was made up and sent to
the State on July 7. However, Roads
Engineer Blackwell has assured the
Board that if the contractor moves in
on the job quickly that the work can be
completed before the onset of winter.
The specifications call for 18, 360 cubic
vards of gravel.

The latest figures from the State
Roads Commission indicated that
Queen Anne'’s was in the “red” $3,753.00
at the end of the fiscal year on Sept-
ember 30. In the last six months of the
yvear the county moved from a cash
balance of approximately $25,000 to that
deficit because of the Commissioner’s
desire to spend all available money on
roads this year.

Incidentally, the cost of straighten-
ing Dead Man's Curve does not come
out of the county's allotment. It is a
part of the State highway system and
not chargeable to the county.
