CROSSING THE BRIDGE

The Centreville Observer delved
into the County Liquor Dispenesary
bill again last week and came up with
some arguments, albeit weak.

“ . .'The law as it now stands is a
bad law, a very bad law, says the
Observer. It's a bad law, says the
ordcle up the street, because it gives
the County Commissioners the power
to dot the countryside with dispen-
saries whether the countryside wants
them or not.

As a matter of fact there’s not a
svllable or implication anywhere in

the bill that a dispensary is to be
jammed down any District’s throat.

The bill contemplates exactly one dis-
pensary and that one in Centreville,

the county seat.

True other towns may have dis-
pensaries if they want them, but the
Observer is crossing a far distant
bridge in saying that dispensaries will
be forced on any Dstrict.

We can't imagine our Board of |
County Commissioners insisting that !

a dispensary be established in any
District where there is organized,
representative objections to such
establishment. We can't imagine any
Board of County Commissioners SO
short-sighted politically as to flout
public sentiment in a matter of this

kind.

From another angle, we doubt seri-
ously if there is economic justifica-
tion for more than one dispensary in
the county. Other towns are not large
enough and it wouldn’'t pay.

In Wicomico County, where there
is a dispensary system from which
Queen Anne's patterned its set-up,
there is only one liquor store—at Sal-
isbury. It so happens that Wicomico
has only one large town within its
borders.

In Worcester County there are
three liquor stores—Pocomoke City,
Snow Hill and Berlin, all towns larg-
er than Centreville. Even Ocean City
with its large summer resort popula-
tion has no dispensary. Apparently
the County Commissioners in Wor-
cester are business men and take the
quite logical view that it would not
be profitable to operate a branch
there as a year around proposition.
Sentiment in Ocean City against
liquor might well have had something
to do with the fact that there is no

branch there.

The same factors will enter into
the county dispensary system here,
too, when and if the voters ratify the
law on November 3. Our County
Commissioners are not only business
men but judges of public sentiment
as well. |

The idea that any community is
going to have a liquor store jammed
down its throat is absurd. The Ob-
server is weak in bringing up such an

argument.

In our opinion the Observer finds
it a “bad law, a very bad law” be-
cause the Hon. Dudley G. Roe had
nothing to do with drawing it. At a
time when Queen Anne’s should have
been doing something toward accept-
ing legal liquor like the rest of the
nation, the Hon. Dudley G. was busy
drawing up legislation to prevent the
county from participating in National
Recovery measures, as exemplified by
the bill which barred PWA funds
from Queen Anne’s.

The same mind that sought to block
us from getting an enlarged Centre-
ville Grammar School, a new Negro
High School and other public im-
provements was at work in putting
our merchants to a disadvantage by
sitting still while the Assemblymen in
neighboring counties took action to
harness and regulate the liquor trade
when repeal came.

At that time The Record twice said
in front page editorials that “Some-
body Blundered”. We now change
that to “Somebody’s Stupid” to bring
up such far-fetched arguments as
were presented last week.
