HOUSE IN ORDER

The taxpayers of Queen Anne’s |
County in general will be pleased 1o
learn that the County Commissioners
and bondsmen for the former Treas- |
urer have been able to sit down at the
conference table and adjust their dif-
ferences.

For long weary months the spectre
of a bitter lawsuit hovered over the
county. Such a controversy would
have caused wounds that would have |
been a long time in the healing. All |
that. happily, has been avoided.

The settlement arrived at means
money in the taxpayers’ pock-
ets. True the audit revealed a de-
ficiency somewhat greater than the
amount the bonding company paid,
yet a long-drawn-out controversy in |
the courts might well have cost the |
county more tha nthe difference.

The business-like way in which the |
County Commissioners went about
clearing up the mess they fell heir to
commends itself to us. They called
in outside certified public accountants,
free of all possible political bias, and
put them to work.

When the audit was completed, the
Board quietly went about its negotia-
tions for a settlement. That has now |

been accomplished.

The audit and long study of the
county’s affairs has brought other |
beneits. The county’s bOOKS have
been systematized, new methods have |
been devised that will make for clar«
ity and efficiency, and new safeguards
set up to avoid the confusion and er-

rors of the past.
There is every evidence that the

county’s affairs are in calm, business-
like hands.

PROPER FOLLOW-UP

The Centreville Rotary Club is to be
commended for again bringing into
excellent conditions the attractive
young boxwood hedge bordering the
Courthouse Green.

The hedge was a gift of the Rotary
Club to Queen Anne's two years ago.
Since then it has added a beautiful
detail to the historic old Courthouse.

In those two years some plants
have been winterkilled, some broken,
yet to the casual glance the beauty of
the hedge was not greatly marred.
Cold figures, however, indicated that
about 200 plants needed replacing.

It is frequently
done by alert community organiza-

| tions. occasionally set out by aggres-

sive business firms who figure that
good advertising for their town 1S
good advertising for themselves.

To do this takes time, trouble and
cost on some one’s part. The word

. Centreville spelled out In distinctive

fashion at both approaches would
leave a much more permanent im-
pression on visitors than the custom-
ary markers now in use. But it would
be one of the many small details
which lift a community out of the

general run.

How important a factor 1s milk in
Queen Anne’s county life is shown
by the latest report of the United
States Census Bureau.
