THANKSGIVING DAY
Seldom a year passes but what

Thanksgiving Day seems to hold a
special significance for Amreicans.
There is always some reason for grati-
tude. But the state of the Nation and
the state of the world today combine
to make the Thanksgiving we cele-
brate a season of deeply felt emotion.

One glance around this world of
ours, with Spain a welter of fratrici-
dal strife and all Europe nervous in
the shadow of ominous war clouds is
sufficient to make us humbly thank-
ful that we are at peace with our-
selves and our fellow men. The bless~
ing of peace are incalculable. |

Within the confines of our nation
we have more positive reasons for
‘Thanksgiving. We are definitely out
of a depression, the most bitter for
nearly fifty years. America is cheer-
ful; it is at work; it is sensing pros-
perity.

In - that respect this Thanksgiving
runs a parallel to the situation which |
made the Pilgrim Fathers so devoutly
grateful at the first Thanksgiving in
this country. They had come through
a killing winter out to the sunshine
of a prosperous year. Fear was behind
and hope ahead.

While Americans as a people are
not given to wearing their hearts on
their sleeves and few may shape
their sentiments in thought or words,
none the less this day will stir feelings
of Thanksgiving. Outwardly the day
will be observed by the traditional
convergence upon a fully laden table,
with a well browned turkey spreading
the savory atmosphere of delicious
eating. There will be a change from
the daily routine of occupations, all
the more soothing from the content-
ment arising from a hearty dinner.

But deep down in the bottom of our
thoughts, where men are slow to
probe, will lie a fervent, almost devout

thankfulness that this day finds Am- |

erica at peace, happy and prosperous.

RESTORING WILDFOWL

For one night at least Centreville
was the focal point of the pressing
problem of restoration of American
waterfowl when Dr. Ira N. Gabrielson,
Chief of the United States Biological
Burvey, at the banquet of the Upper
‘Eastern Shore Conservation Associa-
tion painted in clear and convincing
terms the picture of the enormous
problem of wildfowl restoration.

Or. Gabrielson’s talk was the cli-
max of two days devoted to conser-
vation of birds of the hunted varie-

‘l
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ties. Undoubtedly in those two days
the Upper Eastern Shore Conserva-
tion Association, through its pres-
ident, John P. Corcoran, took the
most positive steps toward conserva-
tion that were taken in Maryland this
year,

Most of the plaudits should be given
to Mr. Corcoran. It was through his
efforts that Dr. Gabrielson was here

and that the game section at the
Poultry and Game Show was en-

riched by the state and Federal ex-

hibits. His also was the guiding hand
in the banquet and the display of

wildlife films at the Opera House.
Conservation is a problem which

needs friends among the strong and
forceful. There is no way of estimat-
ing the amount of good that was done
in connection with the Poultry and
Game Show. Certainly a very stable
foundation was laid in Queen Anne’s
County.

If Dr. Gabrielson and other advo-
cates of waterfowl restoration could
find leaders everywhere to lend sup-
port, as was done here in Centreville,
restoration would soon cease to be a
problem and would become an ac-

. complished facts.
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THE NEW LIBRARY
The reopening of the Centreville

Free Library in its fresh dress of en-
largement and renovation marks an
important milestone in the increasing
value of the institution to Centrevilel
and the surrounding territory.

When plans for the improvement to
the Library building Wwere first
broached, few people outside of the
directors visioned the remarkable
transformation that was to take place.
The old quarters were drab, crowded
and unattractive.

But the directors dreamed a dream,
and saw it to fruitition. They lit-
erally wrenched the building apart.
Where it was drab, they made it
bright. Where it was crowded they
added room. Where it hung back,
unable to allure visitors, they gave it
charm.

The change in the Library may be
taken in through the eye. But only
those behind the scenes know the
amount of planning, care for detall,
courage to put through ideas as they
were envisioned and persistence in
struggling for the ideals, that were
needed to make the proposed changes

a reality.
The men among the directors did

their full share in the many details

of building construction. But the
attractiveness of the interior, the cozy

ine touch. To Miss Matilda Keating,
the librarian, Mrs. W. Hopper Gibson
and Mrs. Clayton Wright must be
given credit for their unwearied per-
sistence in securing a home for the
Library befitting its community im-
portance.

The directors as a whole deserve a
generous compliment for their zeal
and enterprise. The Centreville Free
Library is now ready to take a more
vital role as a community asset.

Recently he completed a

sketch of the Edna Hoyt,

To be financed on a pay-as-you-go |

basis from current highway revenues

without increasing the state tax rate, |

with details to be decided by the
committee.

A few days earlier Governor Nice
sought to sound public sentiment on
a proposal for a $10,000,000 issue for
a complete new primary road system
to be serviced from the gasoline tax.

Experience has shown that any
definite policy to be adopted by the
Legislature ,or its successors, must be
prefaced with a reorganization of the
road administrative personnel, name-
ly, the State Roads Commission. Had
more attention been given to this
phase by the people of Maryland in
recent years, this state would not
have found itself in the present pre-
dicament.

For many years the Commission has
been the most unstable of all the
state governmental departments,
changeable and changing with the
swing of the political pendulum.

Yet this same commission, with
more than $12.000,000 receipts an-
nually from the state gasoline tax
and additional millions from the fed-
eral government is the most powerful,
financially, and one of the most vital
to every citizen of the state. '

Sinte membership on the Commis-
sion is more or less through dispen-
sation of the Governor, its policies

have been indecisive, indefinite and

entirely lackig in foresight.

It is a fact that those sections of
the state from which the Commis-
sion members are appointed have ap-
parently received most benefit from
the funds at the disposal of the com-
mission.

terval, the Eastern Shore counties
have had no representation on the
Roads Commission for nearly three
years since a major road bulding pro-

ject has been started on the Eastern |

Shore. During that time receipts of
the Roads Commission have exceeded
forty million dollars.

We suggest that, before the Legis-
lature agrees to an enormous bond
issue for road construction, it enact
a statue making it mandatory that
either by election or gubernatorial
appointment, members of the State

Roads Commission be appointed from
the several subdivisions of the state.

A five-man commission could in-
clude a representative from the East-
ern Shore, one from southern Mary-

land, two from Baltimore City and
the central counties and a fifth from

Western Maryland.

Some plan like this would give the
people of Maryland definite assurance
of equitable distribution of the funds
received by the Roads Commission.
It would result in a more workable
and intelligent program for the pres-
ént and the future.
