“They will emerge from the ground,”
he wrote, “crawl upon trees and other
objects, split their nymphal skins and
emerge as winged adults.”

The
eggs are deposited In nests of six or
seven eggs each, the nest consisting of

two chambers with a thin partition of |

wood between the rows of eggs. Fraved
wood fibers extend out beyond the sur-
face of the twig, forming somewhat of
a protection to the inclosed eggs.

hese eggs hatch in from six to
seven weeks, and the larvae go into
the ground and feed on the sap of trees
for 17 vears, when there 1s a reoccur-
rence of the large scale emergence.

“The feeding of the adult seems to be
innocuous, but the egg slits may be
disastrous to newly planted orchards, or
may reduce the crop on being orchards
materially in the year following the ci-
cade invasion. Young trees can be pro-
tected by a covering of cheesecloth.”

Icing for cake may be prevented from
cracking by adding one teaspoon of
cream to each unbeaten egg. Stir all
together, then add sugar until the ic-
