PROGRESSIVE STEP

The proposal of the Town Com-
missioners to purchase the Queen
Anne's National Bank building as a
town office is drawing criticism in
some quarters—largely because of
fears of an increased tax rate—but
the proposition looks sound when ex-
amined from several angles.

Aside from furnishing the town
adequate facilities for municipal busi-
ness, the biggest gain from the pro-
posal as a whole comes from the im-
provement it should work for the
local fire department.

The present fire house on Water
Street is hopelesly outmoded for the
type of service the firemen hope to
render.

Because of cramped space and the
necessity to park the two trucks single
file, one truck is constantly in a
pocket and rendered virtually useless.
The narrow passageway in which the
firemen are forced to hang their
slickers, store their boots and keep
other needed equipment available re-
sults in a mix-up and loss of time in
responding to an alarm.

It is not an extravagant statement
to say that the present fire house 1is
one of the worst on the Eastern
Shore.

Removal of the town office to the
old bank building will permit widen-
ing of the fire house to accommo-
date both trucks up front, and make
room for handling all paraphernalia
in keeping not only with the times
but from the standpoint of much bet-
ter service,

The vault in the bank building will
provide adequate space in which to
store the town records and give them
complete protection.

In the bank building the town of-
fice can be housed in keeping with
requirements and needs of long-
standing.

Al $7,500, the price at which the
building can be bought, the town will
pay less than one third of the asses-
Sed valuation of the property five
years ago. At that figure it is an ex-
cellent investment. Partitioning and
rental of space not needed by the
town could very well provide much
toward the retirement of the debt.

In the sale of the property it will
mean the distribution of funds here
al home—toward the liquidation of
the frozen assets of the bank.

The town clock, owned by the town
in theory since its installation, will
at last become the property of the
town and responsibility placed for its
upkeep.

Because of all the angles incident
to the purchase of the old bank build-
ing, it would be a progressive step to
buy the structure and set about mak-
ing long needed changes and im-
provements.

The town officials, the firemen,
and residents of the town would all
benefit.
