In the chicken and egg business for
which figures are also supplied Queen
Anne’s settles comfortably near the bot-
tom of the list of twenty-three coun-
ties and Baltimore City with Kent and
Talbot. also turkey raisers, below it.

It is 20th in rank in number of
farms raising poultry, weighing in with
1119 out of the state tally of 39416.
However. more than nine out of every
ten Queen Anne's farms show poul-
try on their inventories. Ferderick led
the way with 3,336 farms reporting. Wi-
comico led the Shore with 2,271.

This county has 100,607 chickens over
three months old within its confines,
rating 16th in the state crop of 3,589,071
biddies. Here Carroll' county led the
state and Wicomico the Shore with
423681 and 217,031 respectively.

Queen Anne'’s raised 173,993 chickens
out of Maryland’s 1934 total of 7.030,654
and fitted into the 15th niche. Caroll
again was the front running county
with 707,047 while the Shore leaders,
Worcester and Caroline, were second
and third in the state with 626,949 and
609,696 respectively.

Eighteenth place was the best Queen
Anne’s reached in egg production in
1934. Out of the 21,064,915 dozen eges
produced in Maryland Queen Anne’s
supplied 459, 579 dozen. Baltimore
county copped the honors in the hen
fruft race coming across with a hand-
some crop of 2,272,307 dozen eggs while
Worcester reached out to lead the Shore
with 1,142,724 dozen ovoids.
