SKIP THE ELECTORS

Apart from expressing themselves
on three constitutional amendments
and a referendum for this county,
voters in Queen Anne’s have actually
only two choices to make on election
day—a choice for president and a
choice for congressman. This suggests
a simple ballot and an easy night for
election officials when it comes (o
counting results.

But nothing is further from the
truth. Lawmakers who can find end-
less ways to kink and snarl up a per-
fectly straightforward proposition
have made a thorough job of con-
fusing the ballot. In addition to
candidates, names, those of electors
for each presidential candidate will
also appear to startle the ordinary
voter with a list of strange names.

The voter, if he is wise, can simpli-
fy matters for himself and the count-
ing clerks later on if he marks his
choice opposite the names of the
candidates for president and con-
gressmen. It is when he starts ex-
pressing himself on the individual
electors that the chance arises for a
tangle resulting in a spoiled ballot or
& split choice for president, and in
every case, more work for the elec-
tion clerks.

Of course there 1s nothing that can
be done about the situation this year.
But Maryland legislators might take
a leaf out of the book of other states
and set up legal machinery for a
simple ballot before the election of
1940 rolls around. A voter may now
express his choice for president with-
out bothering to mark the electors. It
is just a step more to go all the way
and drop the electors, names from the
ballot. The short ballot would come
much closer to attaining the ideals of
an election, which is registering the
choice of all the voters.

UNITED AGAINST FIRE

The conflagration which threatened
to destroy Cordova Friday again
proved the value of motorized fire-
fighting equipment in rural areas.
Volunteer companies summoned from
nearby towns in Caroline and Talbot
counties responded in less than a half
hour and quickly checked the spread
of a threatening blaze.

There was a time in the horse and
buggy age when inhabitants of small-
er communities fighting a losing bat-
tle with raging flames could only look
for help to a shift of wind or a provi-
dential storm. Rarely aid might be
brought by train. In the urban areas
companies scattered throughout a city
could be mustered at strategic points.

Now by means of the telephone and
the fast moving, tireless motor truck
needed help will pour in speedily from
a wide territory to succor a hard
pressed community. Because of such
close cooperation between volunteer
departments shore towns may look for
fire protection not only to their own
companies but to a strong reserve
available from miles around. And the
interest of citizens in fire fghting
units properly includes other com-
panies besides that in their own town.
