Nevertheless, the existence of this

for banks to secure new capital. This
difficulty will be increased in July,
when double liability ends as far as
national banks are concerned. The
State banks will then be left in a
sharply disadvantageous position. New
vork eliminated the double-liability
provision a year ago, and other States
are following suit. Unless the voters
act next month, Maryland may find
herself left holding the bag.

If. therefore, the provision does not
serve the purpose for which it was
designed, and does put Maryland
banks at disadvantage, there seemss
to be little to say in its favor.

Bank Commissioner, Warren F,
Sterling, stated experience has shown
that the double liability does not af-
ford the substantial protection for
depositors as contemplated, and that

S, —

In the year 1692 a petition was
preferred by the inhabitants of Kent
County on the north side of Chester
River that if the Island of Kent be
separated from them, a reasonable
number of inhabitants on the south
side of the Sassafras River be added
to them. At the same time a peti-
tion was preferred by the inhabi-
tants of the south side of Sassafras
River in Cecil County setting forth
that their court being holden on the
north side of the said river to their
great damage in convenience and
hazard in bad weather.
