As a re-
sult of the test the dairyman may con-|
clude for himself whether or not the
extra time required for stripping will
pay. If he has plenty of time and 1s
short of milk then he should get the
“last drop.” But if he is short of help

he may omit stripping without harm arijjington, Md., like sketching.
