[larly indications of the number of
ducks expected to make a stopover
in Maryland during the hunting sea-
son for wild waterfowl, which begins
on November 26, seem to be extreme-
ly favorable, E. Lee LeCompte, State
Game Warden, reporits.

Already large numbers have come
down from the North and settled un-
til severe winter weather sets In at
Hoopers Island straits and nearby
' Dorchester county waters, he said.
Among them are principally pintails,
widgeons and teal and a large num-
':hm' of Canadian geese.

The heavier arrivals, however,

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aaid. are not expected until about
'the first of November, when continu-
yus cool weather has set in! There
are fifteen types of ducks which will
bhe available as game for the hunt-
ors in Maryland waters, while for
five others the season has been de-
clared closed. Those which it will be
unlawful to shoot during this season
include canvasbacks, redheads, buf-
fle-heads, brandt and ruddy.
