WORLD AIR CENTER

Baltimore, the metropolis of Mary-
land, is to be congratulated on the
very evident possibility of its becom-
ing one of the world’s centers of air
transportation, due to its selection by
the Pan-American Airways as its ter-
minal for trans-Atlantic passenger
service.

The establishment of this terminal
at Baltimore by Pan-American is de-
stined to be of far-reaching signifi-
cance and all of Maryland will follow
in the wake of Baltimore's good for-
tune.

Pan-American alone, through Iits
own alir fleets and its working agree-
ments with Old World companies, cir-
cles the globe. Other companies such
as Transcontinental and Western and
the United Airlines indicated that
they may become iterested in a Bal-
timore site once Pan-American made
public its decision.

With these companies working out of
Baltimore the entire air map of the

United States will change and will |

radiate from Baltimmore as the hub
on the eastern seaboard.

Air transportation, still in its in-
fancy, holds the key of the future.
The entire international scene will
shift as growing airlines revise their
charts.

Queen Anne's county, almost
across the Chesapeake Bay from Bal-
timore, is especially interested in the
reasons which prompted the choice of
Baltimore as an air base. Most of
them apply here as well.

In the past decade a number of new-
comers have bought estates in Queen
Anne's and are laying a foundation
for future county progress. In a great
number of cases these newcomers first
saw Queen Anne's from the air and
were attracted by its flying and land-
ing possibilities. Its flat fields and
numerous waterways offer landing
facilities for any type of plane.

Baltimore's climatic foundations for
the past fifty years were thoroughly
examined. The number of foggy days
and the number of days when its
waters were free from ice were com-
puted, the latter being a vital matter
for flying boats.

Its nearness to Washington may
have had a bearing. More telling was
the presence of some 40,000,000 people
within a 200 mile radius.
