Santa Claus, that joily old peren-
nial, will adorn the Tuberculosis
Christmas Seals this year. This will
be the tenth time that his face has
been used on the Seals, and this sea-
gson will be the thirtieth that the

Christmas Seals have appeared.

“This year Santa Claus is depicted
in a new manner—he is a modern
Santa Claus”, said William B. Mat-
thews, managing director »of the
Maryland Tuberculosis Association.
“This has been done, he continued, In
order to show to the people how much
the fight against tuberculosis has
progressed since the Christmas Seal
started its work: and also represents
the new and up-to-date methods that
are now being used to combat the
disease.”

The first Christmas Seal sale in
this country was held in Delaware in
1907, at the suggestion of Miss Emily
P. Bissell of Wilmington. It was BO
successful from the beginning that
it was adopted as a means of raising
funds to carry on the tuberculosis
war by the National
