150,000 Visitors Will See Col-

lorful Parade

When Franklin D. Roosevelt takes his
office as President of
The United States on January 20, the

‘thousands of visitors in Washington
'will witness one of the most brilliant

Inauguration Ceremonies in the his-

tory of the Government. Already work
nas begun on the grandstands at the
Capitol—the largest seating ever pro-
vided for any inaugural—to accommo-
date the dignitaries who will see
Charles Evans Hughes, Chief Justice of
the U. S. Supreme Court, administer
the oath of office to the President.

J'or the first time all representatives
will join senators, cabinet members and
diplomats in the seating section on the
Capitol’s east portico behind the Pres-
ident’s stand. More than 50.000 people
will be able to see the parade from
grandstands lining the parade route.

Although the President wants the
ceremony itself to conform to Jackson-
ian simplicity, he hopes the parade will
be as colorful as all the states partici-
vating can make it, Col. Edward Edwin
Halsey secretary of the Senate an-
nounces.

The President will review the parace
in a glass enclosed stand—the Court of
Honor—patterned after the Hermitage
home of Andrew Jackson in Tennessee,
motif will be followed Iin the
decoration of the stands and it is un-
derstood that the merchants are eager
to employ the same design in their dec-
orations.

May Supplant Lima Beans
In Menus

For those interested in the possibili-

ties of soybeans for table use the re-

cent findings of scientists working with

‘new varieties should be of interest.

These scientists say that the vellow,
brown, or green varieties of sovbeans
may be cooked like lima beans or any
other varieties of shell beans used
The green beans shell more
easily if the pods are first boiled for
about three minutes. The average cook-
ing time for boiling or steaming the
green beans is about thirty minutes, and
they may be served simply with melted
butter or white saute, or may be scal-
loped, or used in a salad. Scalloped

green soybeans with tomato sauce is an-
other good variation. |

Dried soy beans should be prepared in|
'much the same way as navy and other §
 dried beans, although they should be' ¥

given more time|gs

soaked longer and
when cooking. In general, dried soy-
beans should be soaked overnight and

cooked for at least two hours, allowing £

them to simmer rather than boil. As
they are rich in fat, they do not re-

quire additional fat in cooking except

for flavor.
