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Thirteen of the twenty-three counties
in the State of Maryland recorded
deaths from automobile accidents dur-
ing the month of November. Queen
Anne’s was one of the ten counties with
a clean slate.

Forty-six persons were killed in the|
state during the thirty days according |

to a report made public last Friday by ¥
Walter R. Rudy, Commissioner of Motor ' {;
Vehicles Y,
Onlyv seventeen of this number were | =
pedestrians. Thirteen of those killed &,
were drivers of machines involved and ¥
sixteen were passengers in the ma- 2
chines involved. There were loriy- |
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three fatal accidents, three of them
cansing the deaths of two persons each

Ten out of the twenty-three coun-
ties renorted no fatal accidents during
the month. Fifteen died from accil-
dents in Baltimore city and seven in
Prince George's county. None of the
other counties had more than three!
deaths from automobile crashes listed
for them.
